FEW PROFITEER CONVICTIONS

The British system of having anti-
profiteering tribunals throughout the
country to apply drastic treatment
to chargers of exhorbitant profits
has failed of its main object. In the
first six months of the operation of
the act, 1,00 committees were ap-
pointed. The number of cases heard
has been 1,935, the number. of ¢on-
victions obtained. 24, and the cost has
been $125,000. The results
seem very disappointing, considering
the thoroughness with which some
3¢ the committees combed .over the
list of dealers for culprits; and the
supporters of the agti profiteering
act evidently thought so, when the
questlon of an extension was ‘up in
the commons. But the effectiveness of
a c_ampaign,\ especially of this kind,
cannot be judged alone by the num-
ber of convictions.
