FEARS WHEAT FAMINE.

Seattle, Wash., June 1.—A wheat
famine is threatened in Washington,
says the Daily Commercial. With the
price of flour soaring to $6.35 a bar-
rel, and practically every warehouse
in the state almost barren of grain,
the situation has assumed an alarm-
ing aspect. Flouring mills in nearly
all parts of the state are closing down,
owing to the shortage.

There is no hope of relief until the
new corn crop is harvested, late ‘n
July and in August. In the mean-
time some of the flouring mills in
nearly all parts of the state will be
forced to ship their wheat from the
castern states and perhaps from uiv-
erpool.

In the meantime grain dealers pre-
dict that the price will go even high-
er than it is at the present time. Now
No. 1 bluestem is bringing $1.33 and
$1.34 when it can be found and No. 3
is quoted at $1.20. Never before in
the history of Washington have such
prices prevailed here and never be-
fore have the prospects for relief “rom
even a temporary shortage been so
unfavorable.

“The present situation is due ‘0
two causes,” said ' W. H. Reed, one
of the best authorities on wheat 'n
the state. ‘“‘In 1907 Washington pro-
duced 40,000,000 bushels of wheat, a
record-breaking yield, while in 1908
but about 22,000,000 bushels were har-
vested. That was only about 75 per
cent. of the normal yield.

“Mills here and throughout the
northwest have had to cease grinding
because they were bears on the mar-
ket when wheat began to rise and fa..-
ed to lay in a supply adequate ‘or
their demands and with no stock on
hand the prevailing high price has
made operation impossible.

“What little wheat there is here at
the present time is going to Califor-
nia, where even larger prices can be
obtained than here. Mills that found
they did not have enough grain to
keep running have sold their supply
for the best figure they could obtain.

{ The situation here cannot be exag-

gerated. It is graver than it has ever
been since the state became a grain-
producing country.”

As a result of the high price of
flour, bakers in the city of Tacoma
are cutting down the weight of their
five-cent loaves of bread, and while
the loaves are apparently as large as
formerly, they have been shaved, it is
said, from 14 ounces—the standard ~f
weight in this city—down to 12 12
and even 12 ounces.

CHICAGO GRAIN.

Chicago, Ill., June 1.—One of the
largest concerns in the Chicago wheat
market was forced to cover its line of
short July and take losses today. It
was clearly demonstrated ; at the
opening of change that the ghorts in
July had little chance to escape, save
by the “balloon route.” While the
buying of July was general, it was
led by Clement, Curtis & Company,
the purchases of that house alone
footing up more than a million bush-
els.

U. S. Railway King Pays Tribute to
Man Behind the Plow—Carvers'

New York, May 31.—E. H. Harri-
man in a most amiable frame of mind
and optimistic in the extreme was on
the witness stand for an hour today
in his own home before a court of
twenty-four newspaper men and an-
swered with out hestitation a multi-
tude of questions affecting his own
business. The great railroad operator
will sail on the Kaiser Wilhelm on the
second for a three months stay in
Paris and 'Vienna. He has booked
his return passage on the Mauretania,
leaving Liverpool on September 4.

“Alls that ;we need is a realization
on the part of the farmers that they
must be liberal to their land” said
Mr. Harriman. “If we have favor-
able weather and good ecrops verty
happy times will be upon us. A
great burst of speculation under suca
conditions and a rise in prices all,
along these lines is to be expected.’
If the crops are less than what is
hoped for there will be a falling >ff
in general business.”

He was asked if this burst of specu-
lation might not be followed by a
panic of the kind of 1007. “That wa. |
not a panic, but a disaster,” ‘he an-
swered. “‘Speculation had nothing w0
do gvith it. It was caused by hyster-
ies, The latter came about througn
the methods pursued by Judge Lan-
dis ' and others. Now I know what
I am talking about, because I went
through it. Everybody appeared w0
be frightened in withdrawing their
money from circulation.” Asked f
it were true that two or three biz
financiers, by a general advance f
money brought: about a recovery oi
the depression, Mr. Harriman said, |
“No one or two or three individuais
were responsible for that deliveranca,
It was due to the consuming power
and the energy of the American peo-
ple .” He said “Never had so mu:a
territory been fertilized and seeded
and the expenditure in anticipation
of the harvest, the realization, has
been: tremendous. That expenditu:e
was the basis of the resumption of
business and the high prices on the
stock exchange were the reflection of
that recovery in business.” - Asked
if he expected to give up active busi-
ness very soon, Mr. Harriman
straightened up and replied “I wil
step out when the stockholders ask
me to, If the proper youngster comes
along before that time I will turn
things over to him. I wish he would
arrive soon for I have been at it a
long time.

“The prosperity of the country lies
entigely with our farmers. Prices
of stocks and bonds in the future
will grade as crops are great or smal .
Sentiment and suspicion, got specua-
lation, led us into the disaster *r
the panic of 1907.
