Fire ana Loss of Life at Orangeville
On Thursday night, a stable nsed asa
carpenter’s shop, belonging to Mr Wi,
Menary, of this place, was discovered to
be on, fire. Being composed entirely of
wood, it was soon consnmed, and, by
great exertions on the part of the
villagers, the fire was prevented from
spreading. The event did not attract
much attention until the following morn-
ing at daylight, when some of the neigh-
bors having gone to view the seene of the
fire, were horntied to find the remains of
a human being, charred and blackened,
amid the still smoking ruins. The body
presented a shceking appearance : the
shrunken sinews had drawn up the stif- |
fend ‘corpse with a ghastly rigidity, and
the trunk and one arm were almost en-
tire, while the head and other extremities
had been totally consumed. Aninguest
was held by Dr. Carbert and a highly re-
spectable jury, when the ghastly remains
were fully identifiedas those of John
Foster, a weaver, of the township of Mono.
