The rd essential 
is a nice, more or less en uent doctor— 
the kind a patient will go to bed for 
and stay there for. The doctor is practi­
cally indispensable to the success of a 
rest-cure program, for, at the very out­
set, he must make sure whether it is 
splanchnoptosis or tuberculosis that 
makes the patient so skinny. Both of 
these oses are treated with bed rest, to 
be sure, but if it is splanchnoptosis 
certain exercises and postures will be 
eventually used with benefit whereas 
if it were tuberculosis these measures 
might cause harm. With the clinching 
of the diagnosis the doctor’s work has 
only just begun. He must determine 
whether such artificial aids as enemata, 
medicines or individual variations in 
the diet are to be prescribed, and 
supervise their use. Oh, yes, I almost 
forgot the nurse. It is the queerest 
thing, yet perfectly true, that a nurse 
with thorough hospital training is the 
only kind of nurse that can keep a 
patient reasonably comfortable for a 
wwhole month or more in bed. A practi­
cal nurse may entertain the patient for 
days with tales of the tragic ends—but 
never an end of the tragic tale—of 
similar cases, still she hasn’t the 
technical skill to keep the patient com­
fortable in bed—and when I say com­
fortable I mean a blessed peace which 
no invalid in bed can ever know until 
she has had a real nurse care for her.

Some such program enables the vic­
tim of splanchnic anhedonia or sag­
ging organs to accumulate more or less 
weight in the form of fatty deposits 
where they are needed to give support 
tc whatever may be flopping about in­
side. It adds day by day to the 
patients ability to smile, not just to 
crack a grimace, but to smile spon­
taneously. It helps the patient to shake 
off, or rather sleep off some of the 
glooms and find faint traces of cheer 
in being alive where before all was sad 
and dreary.

There is no doubt many cases of 
splanchnoptosis or displaced organs 
that require surgical interference, but 
for most patients with this accident of 
evolution the program is fairly simple: 
Good bed, good nurse, good doctor— 
and good-night!
