London, Dec. 5.

Mr. Garduoer, chairman of the Board of
Agriculture, has givea a pledge on behalf
of the WJoveroment that the restric ion
recently imposed on Canadiin cat'le im-
ported into Greit Britain will be removed
as soon as Canada has proved beyond
doubt that the Dominion is free from
pleuro-puveumonia.

The High Commissioner has communi-
cated with the Dominion authorities to
have an inspection made and the proof of
the country’s absolute immunity from the
disease forwarded to Loodon. Meanwhile
those interested in the Canada cattle trade,
particularly in Scotland,are ke.eping up the
agcitation to have the schedule against
Canadian cattle at once removed, main
taining that no cases of pleuro were found
to have existed in any, imported
Canadian cattle. The oppoaents of
the export catt'e trade are not
idle, The farming clubs are now:

ture to sccure the passage of an act re-
awring all foreign stock to be slaughtered
at the port of landing, whether contagions

Pern and Chili —Political Crisis in Bolivia

Valparaiso, Dec. 5.—It is reported at
Santiago that while Peru has in some mea-
sure withdrawn her objectiors to the pro
tocol between that couatry and Chili,
Peruvian Charge d’Affairs San Juan ener-
getically reiterates his protests agaiost
some of the clauses in the Bacouit
Errazuriz protccol. His protest will
prove unavailing however, as the
protocol has passed both houses
of congress, been signed by President
Monte, and islaw, The commission ap-
pointed by Congress to consider the ques-
tion of nitrate lands recommends the pas~
sage of a law suthorizing the President to
call for tenders for a three years’ lease of
all such lands in Lava Paca owrned by the
republic.

Bolivian Finance Minister Guerrerra has
resigned. The Bolivian Congress has been
holding secret sessions for the concideration
of the relations between Bolivia, Chiii,
Peru and Argentize.

The Bolivian Government has issued a
proclamation which obliges ali adult males
to work two days ennually onthe public
roads. Presideat Baptistais in daily re-
ceipt of letters denouncing his Government
as tyracnical.

Reports have been reczived at La Hazoff
of an uprising of lodiass, and much
anxiety is fel: tor the safety of frontier
towans.

Caracas, Dec. 5.—The troops of the
Legalists’ army have been paid off and the
bulk of the army have been disbarcded.

Railway treffic beiween Carac:s and
Laguayra has been resumed, and the road
is taxed to its fulles: cipacity in removiog
the accumulation of freight, As a result
of the raising of the blockade prices of tke
necessities of life have tallen materially.

Painters on Strike=A Ceantral Bank

Ottawa, Dec. 5.,—Shepherd’s paint-rs
went out on strike this morning, lthoush
everything was suppos:d to be settled
amicably. Mr. S8hepherd said he would
bave no difficulty in getting men. The
strikers wanted to work for 74 and be paid
for 84 hours,

In the Supreme Court Chambers Mr.
Mactavish, Q.C., appliecd in Hogaboom's
case, under seciion 76 of the Winding-
up Act, for leave to appezl to the
Supreme Court from the decision of the
Couri of Appeel, Geo, B. Hogaboom
bought the unrealized assets ot the de-
fuoct Central Bavk for $45,000 from tie
liguidators, Messrs. Howlard & Lye,
and claimed that he was ectitled to the
books of the bank ard cther papers in the
custody of the liquidators. He accord.
ingly moved Lefore Mecredith, J.,
to commit Mecssrs. Howland & Lye,
but the mction was refusel. He
then appealed to the Court of Appeal,
who dismissed his appeal on the ground
that the liquidators had since been dis-
charged by the court. Hogaboom now
sceks to appeal to the Suprewe Couit.
Mr. Travers Lew's, representing the
Jiquidators and the Cential Bank, opposed
the applicition. Judgment rescrved.

For some time negotiatiors have been
going on between the exccutors of
the estate of the late Mr. Jas.
McLaren and a syndicate of American
capitalists, represented by Judge E. R,
Collius, of New Jerscy, for the sale to the
latter of thz McLaren mills and cGther
property at Buckingham, and the limits in
the Licvre district.

Port Elgin, Dec. 4 — Few stories of fic-
tion are more striking than the actual his-
tory of a maa who resides 1 our district,
acd who has been lately identitied by his
relatives, The Times jublishes the fol-
lowing, which will be resd with intercst
by huadreds of former inhabitauis of
Bruce county and many others: —About
thirty-three years ago, when our
faiv townships of Siugeen and Bruce
were being first :etled, a young map,
apparently mentally dergnged, was found

Here he stayed until a year
avo, when Mr. Mc3Fillivray also went
to the North-west, leaving ‘‘Jack,”
who was mnow showing the touches
of time and hard labor, with
Mr, Lawton, on con. 12, Bruce. About
a month ago, Mrs. Lawton, who is a
daughter of Mr Mc@illivray, saw in a
circular by accident a picture of a
botel in Sherbrooke, Provionc: of Quebec,
and as she has often heard Jack talk about
Sherbrook, she wrote down coocerning
bim, asking if such a character has ever
been known around there.  Word was at
once received back that a young man an-
swering to her description had left
there some thirty-three years ago; that
he way widely koown there; that
Lis parents had died some eight years azo;
and that all his connections had given him
up as losi. ie nwimself proves that he is
the missing one by remembering distinetlv
all places and persons mentioned in the
carespoadence from tire land of his youth,
acd by remembering events  that
happered as if it were but je:-
terday  His true name i3 Alzmer
Jarlow, and he recognizes when called
by it. He lost his mind (and probably his
heart) when a young maun, owing to the
refusal of a young lady to marry him.
He remembers the incident, but says that
it was she who wan'ed to marry him, ani
in consequence he ran away rather than go
turough the trying ordeal. How ke got to
Po:t Eigin, Out., from Shetbrooke, Qus.,
acro:8 the St. Lawrence and other streaws,
through all thz dangers to which he would
be subjected in those early days, is a mys-
tery. He has done miny a hard day’s
labor, and we are glad that in his decliviog
years, when ke cinnot work for his own
support, his relatives have been found,and
we hope they will take it upon them to
previde for nim, that the remainder of his
days may be spent in comfort.

For some time past there has been c¢on-
siderable troublie 1n conaection with the
erection of the rew Caurch of 5t, Gabriel
in this city, the trustees and the pirisa
priest having dicagreed as to the quality of
the work doae by the contractors. [fhe
trustees are agairst the payment of the
contractor, and have ftorcibly deuaired
some of his implements. On Saturday he
had a writ of detaiver taken out against
five of the trustees, Thomas Walsh,
Bernerd O’Brien, Josepk Pnelan, Thos.

The commissioners ap-
poiuted by the Government to control the
road wese never effect 12:1y called upon to
give account to the company of
the manner in which the $112,000
were disposed  of, notwithstanding
a resoluiion to that effcet, The Dircct--
ors did not believe the Commissioners ac-
countable ty the Company. The Direct-
ors were never consulted by the Commis-
gioners, who were appointed by the Gova
ernmenl. The same Commissioners were
called to account by the Government,
and responded after considerable cor-
respondence  to  this  call. They
also admitted their responsibility
towsrd the Government. The uccount
rendered Febiuary 8, 1889, was approvid
ny Arthur Gagron, the auditor, who certi.
fied he compared the statement of dis-
burscments  with the vouchers in the
possession of the commissivners, e took
these vouchers as gecuine without trying
to enter into the legality of an authoriry
for  the paymecnts. The accouat,
with the pepers referring to it
were handed to the Government by Mr.
Prefontaine, but without the vouchers,
which were not turned over till Febiuary
4th, 1892. The examination of this ac-
count and vouchers was the main object
of this erquiry. The commisioners con-
cluded by stating that the obj2ct ot the
legislsture was not attaired. [I'be credit
of the Province shculd not have been
pledged in advance, ard recommended in
future that no subsidies be paid in a2d-
vance,

i The Passage of the Army Bill Assured—

The Kaiser’s Morality and Emigra-
tion Bill—News Nots.

Berlin, Dec, 5,.---Events in the Reichstag
and party movements which are seen by
tte public all tend to consolidate Chan-~
ceilor’s Von Caprivi’s position and assure
the passage of the Army Bill. Tbe
Freisinuige ard Bismarckian papers pre-
tend to believe that the Cnancellor’s posi-
tion is untenable. Every day the Opposi-
tion produces a fresh rumor as to who his
successor will be. With regard to the
(Centire perty ,a meajority of 4&e
mexnbers, resenting the Vatican’s pro-
French policy, are treating the cleri-
cal attempts to ivflaence the party to
defeat the Government scheme of army
orgapnizat'on as a hostile ictiigue against
German uaity,  So marked is the feeling
of mary Centrists against the interference
of the Vatican, which is attributed to the
Pope’s hoctility to the ‘Tripnle Alliacce,
that certain Casholic Bishops have advised
Cardinal Rampo 1), Papal Secretary of
St:te, taat a revolt of the party aguinst
tue clerici) lead was imminent if the inter-
ference was pereisted in, The Vatican has
consequently assented to leaving tbe
Centre party to follow whatever course
that pleases. This implies a temporary
split in the party. Thirty-four of the
south<rn membsrs of the Centre will vote
with the Opposition, and the seventy-six
others with the Government. Thus re-
inforced, the defeat of the Bill secms im-
possible.

The Emperor’s Bl against immorality
and the Emigration Bill will be taken up
by the Reichstag when the discussicn of
the budget is ended, When ccrutiniz.d
the restrictive clauses of the proposed emni-
gratioa law do not seem likely to operate
