WELCOME ROYAL ARTHUR!

The New Flagship of the Squadron
Arrives in Esquimalt 84 Days
from Portsmouth.

Uneventfal but Pleasant Voyage—The
Fastest Trip of the Kind
on Record.

H.M.S. Royal Arthur, the new flaghip of
the Pacific squadron, arrived at Esquimalt
Monday afternoon about 2 o’clock, after a
pleasant voyage from<England, in which she
broke all records and established herself as
the fiyer of the fleet, by making the guickest
time ever made by a warship from the Old
Country to British Columbia.

INTERCHANGE OF PRODUCTS.

wr. ¥. W. Ward Disensses With the
Board of Trade Means of De-
veloping Commeree,

Fish, Lumber, Mutton, Ales,
and Other Articles.

Mr. F. W. Ward, of Sydoey, New South
Wales, representative of the owners of the
new Canadian- Australian line of steamships,
held a second conference with the Council of
the British Columbia Board of Trade yester-
day morning,and discussed with President T.
B. Hall and members present the possibili-
ties of trade between the Dominion, and
especially the Province, and the great Aus-
tralian colonies. The meeting was opened
by an informal talk about tariffs, etc., in the
course of which Mr. Robert Ward drew
attention to a statement which he had heard,
that the general agents of the Australian
colonies in England did not devote so much
consideration as_they might to the question
of interchangs of products between the
various colonies of the Empire in different
Rarts of the world. 4
Mr. F. W. Ward, to whotn the statement
was credited, wished it understood that he
had no fault to find with the men who filled
the positions. It was the system that was
to blarhe for the omission, but he hoped as
time wenthon thiakwould beremedied. Con-
tinuing, he took up the prospective ad-
vantages of "the new line, dealing first with
the question of postal service. Possibly
before very long, he thought, there might
be a movement to give even a guicker
service in the nresent form, Just pow the
great English mail from Australfa goes
home by w? of the Suez Canal, but the
contract under which this is carried will
expire at the end of next year, by which
time it might be possible fo have arran;
ments made to carry it via Cani
At present South Queensland might send
her mail via Canads, but under present ar-
| rangements it was too much to expect the
whole of it would come this way. New
South Wales, Victoria and South Australia
could be served quicker by the Suez route
than by the Canadian as it was now oper-
ated. These colonies have a reliable service
once s week which they are mnot likely to
ab unless a b one were assared.
In dealing with this matter he compared
the time in which mails are now carried
with that made by the Miowera. From
New South Wales to London via. San Fran-
cisco was forty days or five daysslower than
the time made by the Miowera.
