Handcuffed Desperadoes in Hack
tlave Revolvers Thrown
; to Them.

They Kill an Officer and Try to
Escape in Electric Car,
But Fail.

Toronto, June 4.—(Special)—A tragedy
©of an altogether unwonted and thrilling
<haraeter occurred in Toronto this even-
ing. Three men, Rice, Rutledge and
Jones, 'Chicago criminals, who have
deen undergoing trial at the sessions for
robbing a bank at ‘Aurora, were being
driven in a hack to jail about 6.0’clock
this evening. County (Constable Boyd
amd one prisoner sat on one seat, and
the other two prisoners sat opposite, All
#he prisoners were handcuffed, and the
two seated together were also hand-
«cuffed together. County  Constable
Stewart sat outside beside the hack
«driver,

As the hack passed the corner of Su-
mack and Gerrand streets, a strange man
appeared suddenly, and threw one after
another; three revolvers into the hack
window . The prisoners succeeded in
picking them up and immediately began
firing. Constable Boyd was almost in-
stantly shot through the head. The hack
‘was stopped, the prisoners jumped out
and sprang on.a passing street car, or-
dering the motorman to go ahead. The
<car men, however, showed fight. The
conductor, with great presence of mind,
pulled the trolley pole off the wire and
blocked the car. The motorman strug-
gled with the rufians and the conductor
came quickly to his assistance.

Meanwhile Constable Stewart and the
backman had also come guickly up and
the whole three were captured.

A neighboring grocer, who had seen
#he man throw the revolvers into the
hack, chased him for several blocks,
"but finally lost this unknown accom-
plice. 5

Constable Boyd, who had been left in
the ecab, was attended by citiz.ens, who
#ook him into the general hospital, hard
by, but Boyd hardly lived to teach the
hospital.

The trial of the three men would pro-
"bably have been concluded tomorrow
morning, and this was almost the last
~chance of escape they wouid have. They
had evidently been carefully planning it
-and had counted on over-awing the car
.officials and rushing off in the ecar.

Jones, one of the desperadoes, was

wounded in the arm, and it will havely,

1to be amputated. It is uncertain who
fired the fatal shot at Boyd, but all
‘three now doubtless will have to stand
«trial for murder.

Ten Thousand Troops to Pass
in Review Before Duke
of Cornwall.

Government Organ Admits That
the Census Has Been
Badly Taken.

Ottawa, June 4.—The greatest gather-
ing of Canadian troops since confedera-
tion is to take place in Toronto during
the visit of the Duke of Cornwall and
York. The government, instead of hav-
ing a number of Teviews in different
places, will make the military feature of
the trip an attraction at one point only,
and Toronto is the chosen city.

Not less than 10,000 men will be as-
sembled in the Queen City. They will
be brought from every part of the pro-
vince, and include all arms of the zer-
vice. Transportation, pay, and subsis-
tence will be furnished by the Dominion
government. The cost for the two or

three days the men are away from their
omes will be not less than $40,000.

HORIZON CLBEARING.

Russia on More Friendly Terms With
Other Nations Than Formerly.

St. Petersburg( June 4.—Contrary to
certain reports, Russia has never favor-
ed the wmotion of all the constitutional
powers guaranteeing the Chinese loan.
She replied in terms similar to those of
the United States, that the executive
could not guarantee without the consent
of the legislative branch. Russia pre-
fers a speedy settlement to a guarantee.
It is not true. that < Russia is bitter
against Great Britain for offering the
plan now discussed, her relations with
Great Britain are declared at the for-
eign office by the officials with whom the
correspondent  of the Associated Press
had a long talk, to be more satisfactory
than for a long time. It is also not
true that Russian official circles are
harboring a grudge against Germany.
The irritation which arose from German
punitive expeditions, naturally = ceased
when those expeditions were - stopped.
Russo-German = relations have resumed
the normal cordiality which they should
always have. §

It is not believed here that France in-
tends to annex the island of Hainan, and
the Russian officials see no oceasion for
excitement over the subject of the
French Korean loan. Tt is pointed out
the French-Belgian concession for a rail-
road from Seoul to the Manchurian fron-
tier is several years old, ‘Russia antieci-
pates that the road will ultimately be
constructed.

The Macedonian question is mnot ex-
pected to occasion anxiety this summer.
The Russian ambassador, M. Zinovieff
returns to Constantinople because his
leave has expired.

The aldermen are, to their honor be it
said, working overtime these days. Last
week they held three meetings, and
they have begun the present week with |
a regular meeting last night and a spe-
cial tonight. The object of. tonight’s
meeting is to consider plans, cost, etc.,
of the Point Ellice bridge, as it is felt

that no time shoulds be lost in taking
definite action in this momentous mat-
ter. One of the largest and most in-
fluential petitions ever presénted to th_e
city authorities was before the CO“.ncll
last night, asking that $76,000 be raised
by loan to replace the present wooden
structure with a permanent one.

The council last night completed the
by-laws relating to Goyernment street
paving, the High school, James Bay
flats and Menzies street improvements.
The date for submitting the by-laws to
the yvote of the ratepayers was not fix-
ed, as it was deemed advisable to pre-
pare and submit the Foint Ellice bridge
by-law at the same time.

From the British Columbia BElectric
Light Company:

The Mayor and Corporation of the City of

Victorda: v

Gentlemen: With reference to the light-
ing of the municipal buildings with elee-
tricity,

We have now had the benefit of an inter-
view with your electric light committee,
and now beg to offer as follows:

We will supply light—an atl aay service—
to all muniecipal buildings at a minimum
rate of 10 cents per Kilo watt hour, which
is practically one-half cent per hour per 16
¢, p. lamp. We will make all connections
from our mains to the various buildings
free of charge. We will supply first instal-
lation of lamps free of charge, and will re-
new all rnt out lamps free of cost.

We would say in regard to this offer, that
in any event, should the ecity decide to in-
stal their own plant. the city buildings
will have to be wired, and to this wiring
we would proposed to connect our system,
and give a service at the ten cent rate for
a given time, on approval. Should the city
find that the cost is too high, our system
can be disconnected and the original idea
of installing a city incandescent plant car-
ried out, without any out-of-pocket expense.

On the other hand, should our charges be
found satisfactory the city will get the
service required without the initial outlay
of some seven or eight thousand dollars. T

THE MINES
OF TEXADA

Seattle Mining Men Tell of the
Richness of the Gulf
Island.

F. D. McNaughton has just returned
to Seattle from a trip to Texada island,
where he has been for some two weeks
past investigating the merits of the re-
cently reported big gold discovery. Most
of his time was spent in the vicinity of
Marble bay, near which are located the
new discoveries, a number of rich pro-
dueing copper mines and the Van Anda
smelter. .

‘ To a reporter for the Seattle Mining
Record Mr. McNanghton said, in speak-
ing of the result of his investigations:

“I found things at the scene of the re-
than I expected. Usually in cases where
such rich ere samples are brought out as
have been on exhibition in: this city for
/| the past three weeks, one finds, on per-
sonal investigation, that the samples are
cent rich gold discoveries really better
about all there is of the reported strike,
and that the entire “mine” has been
glad to report that in this instance the
rock brought out did not constitute the
whole find. On the Marjorie claim, from
whenece the rich ore samples on exhibi-
tion in Seattle were taken, the company
has opened up two parallel ledges, by
open cuts and stripping. These ledges are
about thirty feet apart. They have each
been stripped and exposed for a distance
of about seventy-five feet. At the original
discovery point a c¢ut of some eight feet
in depth has been made. This vein will
average about three and one-half feét in
width. While the ore does not show as
rich as tlie samples on exhibition, free
gold is easily visible to the naked eye in
various places along the ledge even atra
remote distance from the point of dis-
covery.

ORIENTAL COMMISSION.
Now Visiting the United States to Pick
Up Information.

The Seattle P.-I. of yesterday says, in
regard to the Oriental commission:

The Canadian royal commission, which
is now in the city for the purpose of in-
vestigating the effect of Orienta! immi-
gration on the labor situation, spent yes-
terday in collecting information from
various sources throughout the eity.
‘When seen last evening the members of
the commission expressed their apprecia-
tion of the courtesy with which they
were treated by Seattle’s business men.
‘When in Canada the commissipn has
power to compel the attendance of wit-
nesses, but here they are compelled to
rely on the good will of those from
whom information can be obtained. Mr.
R. ©. Clute, chairman of the commis-
sion, last evening said: :

“This morning we visited the cham-
ber of Commerce and interviewed Pres-
ident Clise and Secretary Prosch. From
them we gained some very valuable in-
formation, as we did also from Mr.
Grout, of the city labor bureau., We al-
so talked with Mr. Parry, of Moran
Brothers Company; Mr. iStetson, of the
Stetson-Post Mill Company, and' Mr.
Lmdgate, of the Seattle Lumber Com-
pany.

“Natural conditions in the state of
Washington and in British Columbia
are very similar, and we are here for
t}}q purpose of comparing the labor con-
ditions in the two sections. Here you
have the alien exclusion law; and there
we have not. A comparison is there-
fore mecessary for our purposes,”’

Charles ‘Wilson, of Vancouver, is with
the commission in the interests of the
British Columbia  government. Said
be, last evening:

“We have today obtained information
of great value, bearing on the subject of
Oriental  immigration. That gleaned
from the chamber of commeree was
largely of a statistical nature, and goes
to show, among other things, that the
population of Seattle: has grown from
4,000 or 5,000 in 1886, when the Chinese
were driven out, to 90,000 at the present
time. If you are able thus to get along
without the large employment of Chi-
nese labor, why cannot we? The fact
that you have not a large Chinese popu-
lation has not impaired the commercial,
-1{1;iustria1 or financial importance of the
city.

“From Labor Commissioner Grout we
learned that it is an actual fact that
last winter there were girls from Vie-
toria in this city in search of domestic
positions, those in Victoria being filled
by Chinamen or Japanese.

“Under the Dominion government the
proyvincial parliament has little power
in dealing with the question of immigra-
tion. Bver since about 1878 petitions
have been sent year after year to the
Dominion government, urging them to
take some action. In 1885, as a result
of these petitions, an act was passed
compelling all '‘Chinese immigrants to
pay a tax of $50 a head. The evil has
been steadily growing greater, however,
and last year the tax was increased.
The protests ‘from the province have
finally bad the effect of the appoint-
ment of this ' commisgsion.

“One of the chief dificnlties in the
way of apprepriate legislation is that
the people of Eastern Canada have little
idea of the situation. ' The feeling in
British Columbia, however, is very
strong against Oriental immigration, To
be sure, there are some firms who think
that they cannot get along without Chi-
nese labor, agd there is no ‘doubt that
an alien exclision act would inconveni-
ence some temporarily, but the great
majority are in favor of it.”

zThe commission will go to Tacoma to-
day, and will also visit Fairhaven and
Blaine. They will then go to Portland
and San Francisco. REeturning to Van-
couver, they will hear the arguments of
the counsel for the Chinese and Japan-
ese, for the labor interests of British
Columbia, and for the provincial gov-
ernment,

Chinese Gook

Hon. Frank Lascelles of Thun-
der Hill Suddenly Goes
Insane.

With a Shot Gun He Blows Out
Brains of His Servant.

A decidedly belated Associated Press
despatch, dated Golden; June 3, tells of
the . killing of a OChinaman by Hon.

Frank Lacelles, a wealthy rancher-‘o!
"Phunder Hill, on ‘Wednesday morning.
The *“despatch’ says:

The ''saddest tragedy that ever oc-
‘currédlsin phis ‘valley was the one which
took: place: at the: residence of on.
Frank Lacelles, Thunder Hill, on the
morning of Wednesday, May 29, when
that young man, laboring under delu-
sion that some one was outside . his
"house waiting to force an entrance, shot
and instantly killed his (Chinese cook.
Some time past he has been brooding
over a fancied insult to him in conuec-
tion with his being called to give evi-
dence in Magistrate Scovill's eourt in a
dispute over a horse, and since that
time he has been much unsettled.

Tuesday night he could not. sleep apd
during the night developed signs of in-
sanity. A man named Kimpton tells
of how he stood in a room across a hail
from the maniac unable to shut the door
or get to the window. He heard Las-
celles announce that after counting five
he would shoot the first man he saw.
He stood and heard the shot fired from
a shotgun at a distance of two feet in-
to the Chinaman’s brain, and heard the
language used by Lnscelles.to the now
inanimate form of his fancied foe.

Kimpton then made his escape, rode
to -Windermere and notified the officers.
Officer Cameron and Coroner Hlliott,
with Kimpton, drove out to Lascelles’
place to take him into custody and hold
an inquest. They met Lascelles flour-
ishing a loaded Smith-Weston. Cam-
eron disarmed and placed him under ar-
Test,

The inquest was held  Wednesday
evening, and the prisoner afterwards
taken to Golden. On arrival at Golden
an examination of Mr, Lascelles was
made by Drs. Elliott and Taylor, and a
eertificate of insanity signed by them
and a commitment to the asylum at
New Westminster was made.

Special interest is taken in this occur-
rence, owing to the prominence of Mr.
Lacelles’ famliy. Mr. Lascelles holds
the controlling interest in the Upper
Columbia River Navigation & Tram-
way Company, and is possessed of large
private means.

Lascelles came from England about
eight years ago and is said to be wort

Ottawa, June 4.—Sir Louis Davies g
wired ‘Attorney-General Eberts of Brit-
ish Columbia, that the Dominion goy
ment has mo objection to the province
taking charge of the fisheries, to whic)
it is entitled under the judgment of th.
Privy Council. This has been done by
Ontario and Quebee without trouble re-
sulting.

As to the sea coast fisheries, there gpe
difference of opinion, and it had b
agreed between the Dominion ang Que-
bec to submit a case to the courts,
He hoped this would prove satis :
to British Columbia. The Domin
would retain control of the sea coast fish-
eries, and if the judgment in the test
case proved adverse to it, would pay
over the revenue to British Columbia
less the expenses of administration,

With respect t0 the Fraser river, both
the Dominion and British Columbia could
issue licenses and exact fees up to a
point where the river debouches in the
Straits of Georgia.

As to any regulations affc
fisheries which the Provincial
may have passed, they were ultr:
as power to vegulate them resteq
the Dominijon according to the Privy
Council judgment, Ontario had been
compelled to eaneel its regulations on
this ground.

PULP WORKS CLOSED.
Clergue's Mill‘ at the Soo Temporarily
Shuts Down.

Toronto; June 4.—(Special)-Owing to
the temporary depression in the pulp
business at present, prices have dropped
somewhat. As a result of this, and for
other reasons not assigned, the Clergue
syndicate’s big mill at Sault Ste. Marie
has been shut down for the time being.
No hardship is experienced in/this case,
however, as all the men are employed in
one or other of Clergue's various enter-
prises in and abou§ the Soo. A curious
Teason given for the depression in trade
is that the bountiful rains of the last
few months have so swollen the streams
of the TUnited States that many pulp
mills’ which ordinarily run only two or
three months in the year owing to low
water, have been able to keep going

the greater part of the time.
