:na.ny reached a culminating

stage today, and for a time the
public mind was distracted between
the opinion that the two countries
were on the verge of a war that would
set Europe ablaze and reassuring
declarations that diplemacy still held
a firm grip upon the situatjon.

Fortunately the situation was much
relieved tonight after a lengthy con-
ference between Prince Von Radolin,
the German ambassador to France,
and Premier Rouvier, which took place
at the foreign office. This distinetly
showed that diplomatic - intercourse
had not reached a point of rupture.
Moreover, it is known that exchanges
between Prince Von Radolin and the
French premier, which seemed on the
point of breaking yesterday, were
brought again within normal channels.
At the same time, alarmist reports had
thoroughly aroused public apprehen-
sion that grave eventualities are pos-
sible, if not imminent.« The govern-
ment had not sought to check a_ full
expression by the newspapers of their
views and thus has permitted that sec-
tion of the press opposed to the gov-
ernment to paint the situation™in the
darkest colors.

Notwithstanding the public uneasis
ness over these reports, there is not
the slightest evidence that France 1s
profoundly moved or that the people
seriously expect war. None of the ex-
citing scenes that preceded the
Franco-Prussian war are occurring.
There is no public effervescence, no
mob clamor and no threats of indig-
nity to German officials or yesidentsy
Indeed, the German embassy is one of
the most serene spots in the Freneh
capital and it has not been necessary.

Admiral Togo awaited the coming of
the Russians, with his squadron divid-
ed. His main fleet had its base off
Masampo on the south coast of Korea,
where Japanese and Russian ships al-
most collided within a month of the
commencement of war; the cruider
squadron of Admiral Uriu was in a
base near Okinoshima further north;
Admiral Kamamura had his fleet near
Tsushima island and the light squad-
ron of scout ships of Admiral Kataoka
were near Quelpart. The torpedo flo-
tillas had their base at the torpeda sta-
tion on Tsushima island. The Jap-
anese were ready to begin battle, the
knowledge of the coming of Ropestven-
sky having been given to Togo by the
intelligence department which had
learned of the picking of the thirty-six
ships with which the Russian Admiral

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Restoring Better Feeling.

The eonterence between Prince Von
Radolin and Rremier Rouvier appears
to have been decisive in restoring a
better state of feeling besides reopen-
ing pour parlers. There is good reason
to believe that these were of 2 mature
to give strong hope of an amicable ad-
justment. France, at the outset, was
not disposed to accept an international
conference on Morocco, while Clermany |’
was insistent.

but that issue does not longer appear
to be insurmountable. France has
shown a disposition to consider the
question of a conference if Germany
will give full assurance that this'does
not mean a saerifice of any right which
France has acquired or of obligations
incurred by other international agree-
ments concerning Morocco. In short,
France wants to be assured that the
conference project is not designed to
litnit or discredit the Franco-Brit-
ish, Franco-Spanish or Franco-Italian
agreements so far as they affect Mo-
rocco. Once assured of these points,
it is taken that the chief objections
to a conference are removed. '

On enquiry tonight in highest Ger-
man quarters, it is learned that it is
Germany’s purpose to give every reas-
onable assurance on these points. It
was said also that Germany sincerely
desired to avoid the appearance of
placing France in an embarrassing or
humiliating position, and it was added
this would be made known to Premier
Rouvier in the strongest possible man-
ner. Moreover Germany is ready to
remove, if possible, any apprehension
French officials may entertain that she
seeks to attain’ territorial aggrandize-
ment in Mogsocco. The chief point
Germany would ask of the conference
is a guarantee that the open door may
be maintained.

Germany Not Aggressive.

‘Washington, D. C., June 17.—Rsply-
ing to an enqguiry regarding Germany’s
Moroccan policy, Baron Speck Von
Sternburg, the German ambassador,
today said: “The report that the Em-
peror’s policy in Morocco is aggressive
is entirely erroneous. Germany asks
that her treaty rights there, and those
of the other powers signatory,to the
Madrid convention, shall be respected
and protected without discrimination
and in strict accordance with article
17. This article reads:

“‘The right to the treatment of the
most favored nation is recognized by
Morocco as belonging to all the powers
represented at the Madrid convention.’

“Here is a specific guarantee of the
most general protection to each of the
signatory powers, placing to each the
same rights and privileges whether
with regard to life, property or com-
merce. It is interesting to note, too,
that in the official compilation of
treaties prepared at the state depart-
ment, this treaty is classed under the
head of ‘general treaties.’

“Germany’s part in the complica-
tions over Morocco arises not from any
attempt to seize territory, nor from
any effort to obtain privileges of any
sort except such as are enjoved by
all of the signatories to the Madrid
convention, but for her absolute re-
fusal to recognize or participate in
any arrangements involving the estab-
lishing of a sphere of influence in Mo-
rocco. Germany

“In the present negotiations Ger-
many’s trade is a matter of secondary
consideration. Over-riding treaties es-
tablished by law was bound to create
a most dangerous precedent and one
which might, sooner or later, have
been followed by a similar condition
of affairs in the Far East.-

“If left alone, Germany and France
will have no trouble in arranging all
existing difficulties, The negotiations
in Paris are proceeding in the utmost
good faith and with good feeling on
both. sides.”

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PROGRESS AT ROSSLAND

Deep Workings Supply Proof of In-
creased Values With Depth.

‘Rossland, B.C., June 17.—The winze
from the minth Jevel of the Centre Star
has reached a depth of 150 feet below
the ninth level, or about 1400 feet from
the cellar of the shaft. The winze is
being sunk on the main ledge of the
Centre Star and the ore is of a pay grade
from the ninth level down. the shoot is
a large and strong one, although it has
neither been crosscutted or drifted on be-
low the ninth level. The shoot found on
the 1550 foot level is that fsom the 1350
foot level., As far as the winze followed
the ledge it was good aud strong, but
in the last forty or fifty feet, owing to
the fact that the dip of the ledge was
not as acute as the ineline of the winze
the latter ran out of the ledge into the
country under the foot wall.

Dover, Eng., June 17.—Thirteen
yachts started from here today in the
annual race from Dover to Heligoland
for Emperor William’s cup in a heavy
rainstorm and with a light wind blowing.
