Bhprop bill for the year ending
Uue 3u, 1896, was finally disposed of

by the House to-day. The total amount
carried by the bill, as it passed, was
$39,037,721.50, a net increase of $497,-
(000 over the amount as reported. The
bulk of the increase was due to the re~
quirements of the new printing! bill.
Two important changes in legislation
were made by the bill. One was to re-
store to the Socrvgzn'y of the Treasury
the discretion thatf formerly was vested
in him to issue notes of such denomina-
tions as he may deem best, instead of
being restricted to the re-issue of such
denominations as may be cancelled aund
retired. The other was an-amendment of-
fered by Mr. Coombs (D., N.Y.) toamend
the law authorizing the issue of gold
certificates so as to make such certifi-
eates not receivable for customs duties
after July 1, 1895, and forbidding their
use by national banks in their reserves.

MAY HANG A MILLIONAIRE

PSR S

iN INTERESTING MURDRER TRIAL
IN MiSSOURI.

Killed Wis Young Wife, Then Held His
Baby at Arm's Length and Elew Out
Its Brains—NMeavy Fees Paid to Secure
Expert Medical Evidence As to In-
sanity.

Union; Mo., Jan, 25.—One of the :nost
interesting muder trials in the zrimiaal
aunale of this state waa begun in this
place. The deiendant, Dr. Arthur Dues-
trow of St. Louis is a millionaire, and
is accused of killing his wife and his 4-
year-old sou. The defence, brought for-
ward by one of the craftiest criminal
lawyers in the west, Ex-Governor Charles
£. Johusou, is insanity.

Duestrow is about 28 years old, aud is
the son of one of the oldest citizens of
the state. The elder Duestrow made his
money by speculating in mining stocks,
and when he died, five orsix years ugo,
ieft tc each of his children, & son and a
davgiter, $300.000. Mrs. Duestrow, the
widow, was the ilegatee of a million.
She died a few months ago, since Ar-
thur’s criine, and this event doubled the
fortunes ofi her two children.

Arthur was always of a taciturn dis-
position, and at the medical college in
St. Louis made few friends. On com-
pleting his education ke married one of
the most accomplished young women in
St. Louis, and the couple set up house-
keeping in the fashionable West End. The
doctor began to drink-and finally to' as-
sociate with women’ of bad character.
The birth of a som.did not wean him
from his evil ways. At the time of the
tragedy he was almodst wholly neglect-
ing his home.

How He BDid it

His fortune had been gecurely inevsted
by the elder Duestrow, and He enjoyed

Duestrow’s jail life in St. Louis has
not been as trying as one might suppose.
His cell is fitted up in elegant style, and
his meals are brought to him three times
& day from one of the best cafes in
the city. He consumes from 25 to GO
cigarets daily, and spends much time in
reading. He is especially interested in
hypnotism, and recently wrote a trea-
| tise on the subject.

MANITOBR CATHOLIGS PETITION.

The Hierarch's Statements of Grievances
Set Fortn at Lemgih—The Petition
Presented to tho Premier.

Ottawd,  Jan. 256.—Rev. Father Allard
of ‘St. Boniface, who has compg east with
another Roman Catholic petition against
the -Manitoba school law, has presented
the same to Sir Mackenzie Bowell. The
document “was sent east some time ago
by the ecclesiastical authorites of Mani-
toba, for the signatures of the hierarchy
of Quebecs; It is ks follows:

“We, thg Catholics of the Dominion of
Canada, the loyal subjects of Her Ma-
jesty, respectiully declare:

“That during the parliamentary pes-
sion of 1894, a petition asking for re-
dress for the grievances compiained of
by the Catholies of the Canadian West in
school matters, and signed by His Emin-
ence the Cardinal Archbishop of Quebec
and by all the other archbishops and
bishops of Canada, €vas presented to
His Excellency, the Governor-General-in-
Couneil, to the members of the Scnate
and to the members of the House of Com-
mons. .

Rights, Dutics and Grievances.

“In dignified and truthful language the
Canadian cpiscopacy, clearly set forth the
rights and duties, as well as the griev-
ances of Catholics. They showed that
the Catholics of Manitoba, alter having
enjoyed up to 1890 the right of educat-
ing their children in schools conducted in
keeping: with their religious convictions,
were deprived of that right in a most
arbitrary and unjust Enanner. They
pointed out that their position was be-
coming worse, as a result of the new
legislation.

“They also pointed out &%he serious
infringements made on the rights of
Catholics in the Northwest by the or-
dinances of 1892, which deprived Khe
Catholic schools of their free action and
their- rightful character. Then decreeing
with' the authority Avhich belongs to
them, @and the science ‘which distin-
guishes them, the doctrine of the Catho-
Lic Church in matters of education, they
reminded the parents that they have the
right and obligation by natural law and
divine commandment to educate their
children according . %o their religious
belief,

% Vexatious Laws.
“They stated that the exercise of this

ligation had been granted the Catholics
of the Capadian west by the most solemn
promises, which were violated to fmpose
upon our co-religionists most vexatious
laws, contrary to justice and all legi-
timate liberties, which have to-day
thrown our country into most deplorable
dissensions.

“As our bishops truthiully said in that
petition, the sad fate of the Catholics of
Manitoba and the Nortweést is felt by al
the Catholies of the Dominion, and we
reiterate their pressing representations
and their prayers.and confirm their de-
claration that the pastors and the faith-
ful are one, and that together they are
determined to vindicate their rights by
all eonstitutional medns in their power,

Redress Asked Kor. i

“The pastors have shown themselves to
be oir enlightened interpreters, and we
will -be their devoted champions. This
is why we protest against the fallacious
and disloyal reply of the Government of
Manitoba to the order oi IHis Excellency
the  Governor-Gereral in Council; and
adopting the couclusipns of the petition
of their lordships, the archbishops and
bishops of Canada, with them and like
them, we call for redress of the griev-
ances of the Catholics of Manitoba and
the Northwest, by the' disallowance of
the law of 1894, and by all constitution-
al means.” :

A COALM YESTERDAY ,WHICH MAYX
PRICEDR A STORM,

Judgze Gaynor Has Not ¥Yet Issued the Writ
Ordering the Companies to Operate
the Cars—No Troops Withdrawn—The
Troubie Exteading Into Queen’s Coun-
ty and More Troops Asked For.

i -~

Brooklyn, Jan. 25,—No . troops " have
been withdrawn from Brooklyn, and
though they had a comparatively quiet
day of it to-day, there are gigns that
they will make up for it to-morrow
The quiet of to-day is thought to be the
calm before a storm. Disturbances res
quiring cavalry charges and quick de-
tails of infantry occurred during the day
and evening, but the troops did not find
it necessary to fire upon the crowds,
Since the battle of Hicks-street; orders
have been issued to the militiamen mnot
to fire upon people’ who fail to obey
commands, but 'to w@rrest them, and
only to fire under dire necessity.

The riotous proceedings . which have
marred the quiet and peace of King'a
County, overilowed into Queen's County
to-day, and the sheriff of that county
was obliged to eall for troops.

Justice Gaynor of the Supreme Court
figured prominently in the day’s proceed-
ings. He listened to arguments in the
mandamus proceedings, and a fair infer~
ence from the observatins he made from
the bench warrants .the conclusion that
he will grant a peremptory writ com-~
pelling the officials of the company . to
operate their road.:

Mayor Schieren drove to police head-
quarters at 9 o’clock to-night and heid
a secret conference with Commissioner
Welles @and Superintendent Campbell.
They were informed by the presidents of
the three systems affected by the strik{,
presumably in anticipation of the writ
of mandamus, that all lines are to be
operated to-morrow. They know that
such an attempt would mean plenty of
trouble, The mayor declined to discuss
the nature of the conference.

A portion of the Seventh Regiment is
under marching orders,and it is supposed
they are to be moved to Green Point,
Eri» Basin and other danger points in
the jmorning.

The strikers still stand firm and very
few have quit the ranks. The cars werd
moved on several new' lines and, barring
numerous accidents, the companies made
a good showing to-day. But the end
is mot yet. {
