Exploration in 1878.

WHAT THE EXPLORERS ARE DOING IN VARIOUS
QUARTERS OF THE GLOBE—VFRICAN, ASIA-
TIC, AUSTRALIAN, POLAR AND AME -
RICAN EXPLORATIONS — THE
ACHIEVEMENTS  OF
THE YEAR.

[From the London ¢ Times.’]

We had hoped to have been able to
chronicle the complete accomplishment
in one year of the North.east Passage
by Nordenskjold’s expedition. For the
opening up of the Siberian esea trade
a great deal has been done during the

ast year, and a regular route from

urope by sea may now be said to be
fairly established. The modest Dutch
Arctic expedition in the William Ba-
rentz to the Spitzbergen Novaya Zem-
lya Seas collected a considerable
amount of data on the ice, sea and
meteorological conditions of the re-
gidn ; while Captain Tyson, in the Flor
ence, on the Greenland side, brought
back more than enough to justify the
expedition. Captain Johanssen's dis
covery of a new Island to the north-east
of Novaya Zemlya is an interesting
event in the Arctic exploration of the
past year, as is the small Danish expe-
dition to the Greenland interior. In
Russian Lapland and on its shores
Lieutenant Sandeberg has been doing
some careful scientific exploration, and
&t the other end of Europe the con-
nection of the triangulation of Europe
with the Algerian system has been all
but accomplished.

AFRICA AND A8iA

Africa swarms with explorers, pro
fessional, amateur and missionary—
English, French, German, Belgian, Ita
lian, Portuguese, Egyptian. Much is
hoped from the expeditions under
Keith Johnston, which recently left
England for the region between Dar
Salaam, Lake Nyassa and Lake Tan-
ganyika. Altogether there has been a
steady, substantial increase of our
knowledge of Africa and its people
during the past year. In Asia there
has been quite as much activity as in
Africa, quite an army of. Russian ex-
plorers having been out. Colonel
Prjwalsky’s journey from Kulja to
Labnor, concluded early in the year, is
one of the most important of modern
times, giving as an accurate knowledge
of an interesting region, previously
almost unknown. His narrative has
just been published in Englynd by
Messrs. Sampson Low & Co. In the
Gobi Desert and the Altai Mountains
Potanin has been doing good work ;
and the recently published results of
journeys in the Pamir Mountains by
Muskkeloff, Skassi and others enable
us to correct much that is conjectural
and inaccurate on our maps. The ac-
count of the special mission to Karat-
egin in the Russische Revue abounds
with information on this little-known,
semi independent Central Asian State
and its people ; and Mayeff's explora-
tion of Hissar and the Amu-Darya re-
gion is of the first importance. Our
readers know what Captain Burton has
been doing in Midian, while an Italian
explorer has been successfully attempt
ing South Arabia. The narratives of
Baker, Gill, Morrison and McIntyre (of
the China Mission) have made us bet-
ter acquainted with China and its peo
ple; while a Dutch expedition has
made important additions to our know-
Jedge of inland Sumatra. Our own In
dian survey is steadily progressing;
the narrative in the last repert of the
Mullah’s journey up the Indus virtual-
ly completes our knowledge of that
river. The staff attached to the Afghan
expedition will bring back mapy spoils
to science.

AUSTRALIA

In Australia, Sergison’s expedition
in the northern territory and Forrest's
in the western are to be noted, through
one from Queensland westward does
not seem to have made much headway.
D'Albertis, in his. two recent papers
read in London, has given the chief re-
sults of his long'and thoroughly scien
tific exploration of New Guinea. The
gold discoveries in the Island by Mr.
Goldie have caused much siir in Aus
tralia, though the straggling bands of
adventurers that have gone to collect it
have not done either themselves or the
natives much good Mr. Goldie has
added a little to our knowledge of the
interior and the southwest coast. The
narrative of the French explorer Raf-
fray of his visit to the north of the Is-
Jand was given this year to the Paris
Geographical Society; his study was
mainly of the people. We recently
gave the results of Miclucho Maclay's
visit to the Pelew Islands. Dr. O
Fusch, of the Berlin Museum, has re
cently started on a journey of explor-
ation to Southeast Asia and Australia;
from so qualified an observer the best
results may be expected.

AMERICA.

In North Americe, the Canadian and
United States surveys have been stead-
ily at work. Mr. Ober has been explor-
ing several of West India Islands, main-
ly as a naturalist. Crevaux has been
doing capital work in the practically
unknown interior of British Guiana,
while two American expeditions have
gone to the Amazon and the Madeira.
The latter has already obtained pretty
satisfactory information as to the extent
to which the Madeira may be used as a
trade route. The narrative of Moreno's
exploration of Southern Patagonia has
nelped to fill up the map of that region.
The Brazilian government have taken
steps to obtain correct longitudes for
their chief cities. . The convention for
the cutting of a canal across Nicaragua
is a notable geographical event of the

t year.

Altogether, though there has been
no brilliant achievement to mark the
year, there has been substantial, steady
progress towards a more complete and
more accurate knowledge of the earth’s
surface. The death of Dr. Petermann,
of Gothic, has been a serious loss to
the cause of exploration and to scien-
tific geography.

It is a satis-
faction to realize that by the rivalry of
these two great organizations—English
and French Lloyds—Canadian ship-
ping has been and will be a gainer.
In the proposal of English Lloyds 1s to
raise- our ordinary spruce ships two
years in grade, giving them under the
new scale eight years, when yellow
metal fastenings, in compliance with
ceftain stringent requirements, are
used, one and two years additional are
granted. Looking back to the days
when English Lloyds allowed our
spruce ships only four years, it would
seem either that this- description of
vessels has improved wonderfully, or
English Lloyds were wonderfully out
in their calculations, and have for
many years withheld from our ship-
ping their rightful classification.

Properly managed, hens pay
from 200 to 300 per cent. profit as lay
ers. To get the best results the prop-
er breed should be kept. For eggs,
no fowl approaches the Leghorns. The
merits of the White Leghorn or Brown
Leghorn hen is her unrivalled produec-
tion of eggs; white eggs and good,
both in abundance and quality. Deing
of a non-setting race, no time is lost in
a desire to incubate, and no trouble to!
the owner in * breaking them up.” To|
keep hens of any breed in good laying
condition, requires careful and cons.
tant attention. My manner of foeding
to ensure the greatest amount of
eggs, is about as follows: At day-
break in winter, and at five o’clock in
summer, I give warm scalded ground
food, either bran, shorts, cracked corn,
ground wheat or harley, and at night a
liberal feed of corn or wheat—all that
they will eat up clean. In the soft
food I mix a teaspoonful ef sulphur to
adozen fowls, once in ten days,and 2
or 3 times a week, the same proportion
of cayenne pepper. Meat is supplied
twice a week, in the shape of scraps,
and if there is no grass that the fowls
can get, [ give them cabbage, onions,
or turnip tops cut up every day, and
bone meat which is crushed bones, pre-
pared especially for poultry,is kept be-
fore them all the time.

With the above care, good laying
breeds will lay the year round, with
the exception of a few days’ rest, say |
five or nine, at the end of each litter of |
twenty or thirty eggs.

1 have had White Leghorn hens pro-
duce 250 eggs in a year, while common
stock with common care, would not lay |
more than 75 or a 100. The hen is a
machine for converting a compound of
raw material into one of the most nu-
tritious substances—the egg; but the
machine will not work unless it is in
perfect order. Before laying the hen
must be in perfect health, condition
and feather, and must be kept so, for
laying is an exhaustive drain upon the
system. Moct layers should be killed,
or sent to market, at about eighteen
months of age, and their place suppli-
ed Ly young pullets; for, though lens
are vigo rous at two years, it will be
found that after the second season,
they cannot be made to lay so profuse
ly 8s younger fowls. To give an idea
of the profits of poultry: it costs a
dollar, to a dollar and twenty cents to
keep a pullet till a vear old: pro-
vided everything it eats is bought,
which, at that age will have laid eight
to ten dozen eggs worth, at the least
calculation, $2.50, and will herself sell
for 75 cents, leaving a net profit of over
$2. | have bad individual Leghorn
hens net over §5, by actual account;
eggs being sold for from 30 to 50 cents
per dozen.

BITTING HENS AND EGGS.

It is best to seclude sitters as much
as possible. This is best actomplished
by shutting them on their nest, and al-
lowing them to come off once a day to
feed, exercise and wallow or dust them-
selves ; or they can be placed in a room
prepared for them, with food, water,
dust, bath, etc. Always sit the hensat
night, they will subsequently stick to
their nest better. It is better to use
false eggs for a day or two, until they
get settled down to business ; then sup-
ply the selected ones. But, first of all,
rub or dust carbolic powder through
their feathers (to the skin) and under
the wings, and sprinkle a spoonful in
the nest. Repeat the dusting again
three or four days before the eggs
hatch. Thus managed, sitting bens
will not be troubled with lice, unless
placed in a locality already alive with
them.

WHERE ALL THE COCUNTERFEIT SILVER
coMEs FRoM.—A tall, well built, dark
complexioned Italian was, a short time
since, brought into the public Court on
the charge of passing counterfeit coin.
His companion in nationality and crime
was convicted and sentenced, but the
tall foreigner was acqitted. More
than once his actions appeared rather
suspicious since his discharge, but no
proof was had until this morning. when
he entered the Bonsecours Market and
made several purchases of 10c. and 15.
each, giving in payment 25c¢. pieces and
receiving change. One farmer, more
shrewd than the rest, detected that
the money presented was a cleverly
executed counterfeit, and acting
promptly he seized the man and held
him ¢ill Constable Chatigny arrived.
He was at once taken to the Central
Station, and when asked his name re-
plied ‘Dominique Fuiss’. He was
searched and a number of counterfeit
pieces were found upon him. Detect-
ive Lafod said to him that it was a great
pity to see such a capable looking man
trying to live by stealing, instead of
honesty working into a respectable
position.

He was brought before the Police
Magistrate, and, at once pleading guilty
to the charge, was committed for trial
before the Court of Queen’s Bench.

He turned to the detective and said
that he ¢ could never steal’ as his con-

As persons have been arrested from
time to time for passing bad coin, the
detectives have sought diligently for a
clue as to the whereabouts of the coin-
ing machines, but as yet in vain.

It
seems the practice exists among certain
Italians of carving in moulds made of
plaster of Paris, which will stand
moulding about twenty or thirty
pieces and then are broken up to pre-
vent detection. It is said that small
pieces of glass are put into the metal
used, and that this gives a ring to the
coin, not unlike the genuine silver.
