Fattening Poultry.

It is coming to the season when the hens
will begin to fall off in egg production, and
the sarplus stock will be sold. It should
be a rule never to sell a fowl until it is
made very fat, says Farm and Fiveside. A
hen weighing six pounds should be made to
weigh seven. The one pound extra is not
much, but it adds two cents a pound to the
price of the whole carcass. A six-pound
hen, which would sell at ten cents a pound,
making sixty cents, if fatted and weighing
seven pounds, would bring twelve cents a
pound, or eighty-four cents for the fowl.
Here we see that by making a fowl fat
there is a clear addition of fourteen cents
to the total sum, and ten cents for the
extra pound, equivalent to 40 per cent. gain
by fattening the fowl. Many persons de-
pend entirely on the food to fatten fowls,
cooping them in close places in order to
keep them quiet. We doubt the advan-
tages of such a system. The object should
be to promote the appetite and induce the
fow] to eat us much as possible. At this

Scroors ¥or Loxpon’s Raceep CHIL-
pREN.—Perhaps the most valuable fad pat-
ronized by London society is the system of
ragged schools which has for its aim and
object the education of the poor and neg-
lected little boys and girls of the East End.

Four
thousand teachers are regularly employed,
most of whom give their services gratuitous-
ly. Special features of the system are’ the
penny savings banks, which have a fund of
about £35,000 collectively, and circulating
libraries with a total of 34,917 books.
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—_Oue of the most heart-rending ship-
wrecks occurred on our coasts at Little
Harbor, N. 8., Oct. 13, by which sixteen
men lost their lives. The bark Melmerly,
Capt. Oisen, and crew of 22 men, set sail
on Monday, Oct. 1st, from Quebec bound
for Greenock with a cargo of square tim-
ber.

rapidly, and will gain more rapidly on a
small space covered with grass, and fed
three times a day, than they will in coops.
In feeding them, however, vary the food,
giving ground oats and corn meal, scalded,
in the morning, potatoes mixed with corn
meal and bran at noon, and all the corn and
wheat they can eat at night. A yard 10 by
30 feet will be large enough for fifty fowls
for ten days or two weeks, whieh is ample
time for getting them fat, and if they are
in fair condition at the beginning, onc
week will suffice. If the yard is bare of
grass, keep a trough of finely-chopped
grass where the hens can eat it at will.
As good digestion is important, the hens
must be bountifully supplied with sharp
grit, and pure water should be kept within
their reach all the time ; charcoal, grouud
or pounded, is also excellent, and at night
the quarters must be comfortable. No
fowl will fatten rapidly if lice are present,
and this is an important matter to look
after. Get your hens fat, and thereby se-
cure quick sales and high prices, as the fat
fow!] will sell even in an overstocked mar-
ket.— Farmers' Review.
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Bone Fertilizers.

A correspondent writes: I have many

tons of bones on hand. Which s the cheap-
est way to utilize them as fertilizers? Lime
sells at fifty cents per bushel.” It is use-
less to attempt decomposing the bones with
sulphuric acid as that chemical is too dan-
gerous to handle for that purpose. The
making of “superphosphate ” should be
left to fertilizer manufacturers. Storer, in
his ** Agriculture,” gives the following :

' Engelhardt procured 4,000 Ibs. of bones,
4,000 1bs. of wood ashes, 600 ibs. of quick-
lime, and 4,500 hs. of water. He dug a
couple of trenches two feet deep and lined
them with boards, and have having slacked
mixed
the powdery product with the: Into
one of the trenches he put half the bones
layer by layer with the mixture of lime and
ashes, taking care to wetb the material.
The mixture was left to itself, with occa-
sional moistenings, until the bones had be-
come so soft that they could be rubbed
down between the fingers. Three thousand
six hundred pounds of water were used in
this trench besides that employed for slak-

ficst trench had become soft,
spread, layer by layer, in the second trench
with the remaining 2,000 hs. of fresh bones,
and the whole was well worked together
and then left to ferment until the bones

were softened. The mass was then shovel-
ed out and mixed with 4,000 Ibs. of dry
loam or peat to make it manageable.

Bones are sometimes softened by placing
wood ashes and bones in alternate layers,
about six inches of each, and saturating
with water. Such a fertilizer as this will
have a high value.—Brecder's Gazette.

The School Children.

The school children require, and should
have more attention than they are usually
the recipients of. A goodly amount of the
foundation for the future health is laid in
the days of childhood ; and the manner in
which the work is done, and whether or no
the building to be reared in the years to
come, is health or ill-health, depends, in a
great degree, upon the care and attention
the child receives during its schooling days.
The laws of hygiene must be observed.
Remember, that while in the school-room
life is confined. Give the child plenty of
fresh air and exercise ; plenty of time to
play and plenty of holidays. The young
life is just begun ; don’t mar its joys and
pleasures at the very outset.

The school-child should have an abun-
dance of easily assimilated and nutritious
foods. It should be clothed to suit the ex-
igencies and requirements of the season.
The bowels should be kept regular in their
actions.

Don’t sneer at the child ! Don’t imagine
for a moment, that its life is an easy one;
that it has nothing to do ! It is natural for
a child to be light-hearted and gay ; but it
has its troubles, as well as we of more
mature years.

Encourage the:child in all its laudable
efforts ; but bear in mind, that health re-
quires that there be play and work ; not
all work. The brain and the body of the
young are growing, developing ; don’t per-
mit their strength and vitality to be sapped
by overstudy.

Don’t blame your child if he or she is not
at the head of the class ! The capacity of
the brain of one child differs from that of
another. Your child, likely, is doing its
best. Many of the cases of nervousness,
melancholia and insanity, in adults, have
their origin in over-study when children—
urged on by the taunts, or foolish offers of
rewards, made by ignorant or misguided
parents or friends.

If all school-masters possessed a moiety
of hygienic knowledge, and all parents,
good sense, it would be better for the
physical and mental health of children.
