Crime at Providence, R. I

Providence, R. 1., September 21.—The
grand jury for Providence county was fm-
paneled to-day. 160 cases of crime, com-
mitted during the past three months, were
presented for action. ‘It is marvelous,”
said Judge Wilbar, * that the little county
of Providence should have any such record
within a short period from June to the pre-
sent time. It is the biggest docket ever
known in this state. The grand jury ought
to do something to check the rapid growth
of crime in Providence county.

15,000,000 barrels. The export of evapor-
ated srplu (chope) will probably be double
that of any former year, as the continental
ap'gle crop is light.

he-crop of Ontario and Nova Scotia is
larger—of the latter rmvlnoa the largest
ever known, particularly of autumn apples,
such as Gr ins, Kyingl. Rib Ble-
mons, etc,, all of these the most luscious and
delicate apples that are produced in any
fruit growing country, requiring the most
careful handling, and quick transportation
in cold storage compartments to insure their
delivery in a sound and saleable condition in
the trans-Atlantic markets where they must
come in competition with the autumn apples
80 largely imported into Great Britain from
the continent as well as this class of delicate
apple (including the famous Newton Pippin)
sent to such a large extent from New York,
Boston and Portland—from New York in
particular by their fast line of steamshirs
fitted with oold storage compartments for
the transportation of all kinds of delicate
fruit perishable in their own nature, bein
delivered chiefly at Liverpool in lplendis
and crisp condition.

To keep apples iv a sound, crisp and mar-
ketable condition (and the most delicate,
even gravensteins, can be so kept for months)
it is necessary they be stored or stowed in a
dark, very damp and cold compartment, the
temperature to be kept as near the freezing
peiat (32°) as possible, and never allowed to
be above 85°. Railway or rough carting by
waggons without springs over rongh frozen
roads, should always be avoided in the tran-
sportation of apples.

With one or two exceptions all steamship
shipments of Nova Scutia apples in the past
and at the present have been and are being
made in the ordinary freight steamships, the
temperature of their holds being very injuc-
ious to apples and too frequently resuliing
in heavy losses to the shippers. The two
exceptional cases above noted were the
steamer Balcarries and the steamer Fruitera.
Each loaded about 8,000 barrels of apples at
Annaiolil, N. 8., for London. The former
took her lower hold full of wet and icy
spruce deals, giving the between deck com-
partments a temperature about the freezin
point, actually making an artificial colx
storage. The latter was fitted up with cold
blast apparatus employed for a Mediterran-
ean fruiter. Both the cargoes were certified
by the London fruit brokers to have been
landed in the best condition that apples ever
landed in London and all sold at gcos paying
prices.

Why was not such a steamer as the Fruit-
era continued in the bay port apple trade,
as well as other fruit steamers that the writer
sent to Kingsport and Horton Landing,
where this season at least 100,000 barrels of
apples could be shipped without any railway
carriage? It is estimated that over 60,000
barrels of apples for export are within or-
dinary carting distance of Kingsport, where
a steamer of 10,000 to 12,000 barrels capacit
can safely load up to the lst of January, ﬁ
not all winter.

This legitimate, and for the exporter safest,
way of shipping the Kings, Hants and An-
napolis county autumn apples, was shut off
by railway interest and a line of steamers
from Halifax actually subsidized by the
Dominion government to promote and facili-
tate the very traffic they were using the
government subsidy te drive off all competi-
tion, and exacting from our farmers a rate
of freight that for the past twenty years has
exceeded that paid by mw York and Boston
exporters from 24c. to 36¢. per barrel.

If subsidies are granted to develop our
fruit export let them be to'steamers of speed,
fitted with cold storage, that will load at
ports nearest to the region of production,
avoiding all unnecessary expense on rail
carriage or cartage, so damaging to apples
and other fruit, and enable us to compete
with our neighbors over the border in this
valuable and growing branch of our export
traffic with the mother country.

ALL PARTIES WAKING UP TO TURKISH ATRO-

Berlin, Sept. 20.—Anti-Turkish meetings
held in various centres throughout Germany
show a rapidly increasing concern in tbe
massacres of christians in the sultan’s domin-
ions. The Catholic clergy have not taken so
active a part in the agitation as the Protes-
tant clergy have, but the laity are subscrib-
ing liberally to the Armenian relief fund.
