LESSON STORY.

Paul left Athens and went to Corinth, a very gay city in Greece.
He stayed withi Aquila, a Jew, a-nd his wife Priseilla, who were tent-
makers like hirnself. Every Sabbath Paul tauglit in the synagogue, or
place of prayer; but, aithougli he preaehed so earnestly, only a few
Jews believed on Jesus. The others w'-re so angry that he stopped
going to the synagogue and began to preacli in the house of a man
narned Justus. Many Gentiles became Christians. Paul stayed in
Corinth a year and a haif, and the Lord kept hirn frorn ail harrn as lie
had prornised.
