I inspected yosterday a lavgo plot of
Crescent sceding, accidently loft entirely
uncovered for the winter, the plants stood
the expnsure uninjured, cover tho ground
now, fruit almost half grown and tho yicld
promises to bo large.  The Currant
Worms eame carly, but the cold and the
web were against them, and after tho first
brood was destroyed there has been no
subsequont invasion,

The last week has heen fine, warm
weather, mors grown than in the preceed-
ing month, and, it tho rest of the season
continues fuvorable, there may yet be a
fuir harvest,

1. The Exhibition groumds and build-
ings will be opened on Menday, Septom-
ber 29th, at 7 o'clock, a. m., aud con-
tinue opon during the doy till sunset, for
the reception and armaugement of exhi-
bition articles and animuls.  Iixhibitors
on arrival will immediately report them-
selves at the office of the Sceretary, who,
with the assistance of the Committee of
Managemont, will allot appropriato pens
or gpaco for their oxhibits. This day
nono but members of the General Com-
mi.tee, officinls, exhibitors and necessary
attendants will be admitted.

2. Live animals, flowers, and perish-
able articles will be received on Tuesduy
morning, from sunrise up to 9 o'clock,
unavoidable delays to bo dealt with at the
discretion of the Committee,

3. The Exhibition will be open to the
public on Tuesday, September 30th, at 2
o'clock, p. ., when an Opening Address
will be given, Admission, this day, 50
cents. Children under twelve years of
age, 25 conts.  Tho grounds and building
will be open each succeeding day to visi
tors, from 9 a. m,, to 6 p. m,, after which
the main Exhibition Bullding only will
remain open till 10 p. m.  Admission 25
cents; children, 10 cents. Dands of
music will be in attendance daily, The
cattle yards will be closed to the public
every evening at sunset,

4. The judges will mect at the Secre-
tary's office on Tuesday, September 30th,
at 9 a. ., to obtain entry books and pro-
eeed toaward promiums.  On completing
their work, which must be finished by
Wednesday, noon, they will personally
show their books to the Sceretary, and
will be furnished with the requisite prize
tickets, which it will be their duty to
place carcfully, and as soon as possible,
upon the various articles, before giving up
their boolis and report.

5. Exhibits may be removed from the
gwrounds on Iriday afternoon, October
3rd, at 3 o'clock. immediutely after the
closing address has been delivered. The
Treasurer will commence to pay premiums
on the grounds at 9 a m., on Friday.
Prizes not claimed within thres months
from the close of the exhibition will be
forfeited.

6. Lvery intending competitor, muat
transmit to the Secretary, not later thaa
