IT is an unaccountable fact that the
raising of geese and ducks in quantity
for the market is so much neglected by
our American fammers, while Euglish-
men possessing only a few acres aml
access to a stream or pond, raige such
Jarge numbers with a good profit.  Many
readers of the Afrylund Furmer have
erccks ranning through barren parts of
their lnnd, near by which could be
placed cheap houses for geese, ns which
no Lind or water fowls cun be so eaiily
Taised, or at so good a profit,

Having once sccured o good Lreeding
stock of three or four geese mated to ono
gander, all large, fine specimens, the same
flock can be reteitied for breeders for six
or eight years at least. In smmmer they
will thrive on pasture alone. The geese
begin laying in February, and Iay thirteen
to fifteen epg  Either a Turkey hen or
n Jarge Asiatic hen can he used for incu-
bating, wiiich requires thinty  days;
sprinkle the \gas with tepid water for
ten days before hatehing,  Feed the
young goslings * little and often” with
hard  boiled eggs, bread crumbs and
sealded meal ; they are soon ready to
shift for themselves, and ean be marketed
without extra fattening ns “ green geese,”
Even the farmer who has no stream of
running water can ntise geese profitably
by giving them plenty of fresh water for
drinking, and a lage tnb or tank for
bathing. ‘The principal varieties of tho-
roughbred geese are the Toulouse, Bremen
or Embden, und Hong Kong or China.
Of these the Toulouse are the laruwest,
having reached the maximum weight of
sixty pounds per pair, at the Birmingham
show in Englaml, They are of & gmy
color, with white on the belly, and are a
valuable variety. The Bremen geeso ure
pure white in color, and hence are more

valued for their feathers, and are often ns
larggo as the Tonlouse—the greatest weight
ever known being fiifty-cight and a-half
pounds per pair. Their meat i3 very
delieato, they are hanly, and good layers.
The Hong Iong geese aro much sumller
than cither of the preceding, but are the
best luyers known, often laying thres or
four litters in a season, amd sometimes as
many as thitty or forly eggs before sit-
ting.— 1, Ad. Burpes in * M ylend
Furmer.

leading question for the furmer or feeder
to solve.  The high grade steer is ready
tor murket from one to Lwo years sooner
than the serub ean be put into that form.
The: former more easily digests md assimi.
lates his Sood than the latter, and appro-
printes more of its nutritious principles.
When ready for market the grade turns
the scale generally at one-third more
than the scrub, the meat is luid on where
the buteher wanis it, and is far better in
gmality, hence brings a higher price.
Hure 18 n difference in the cust of keep-
ing of from one to two years—generally
two—and a thinl heavier caveass, besides
the difference per pound in the prico of
the ment.  The truth is, it is impossible
for farmers <n the older States, not only
in the East, but in the States cast of the
Mississip,.. River, to raise scrub stock
profitably.  The Western cattle men,
whosc herds, are counteit by thousands,
are now * breeding up” their native
stock—a fact that makes it impemtive
upon his competitor farther East to iso
cattle that are well bred, and inherit a
Jarge caparity for consumption, digestion
and assimilution of food, and mature in
from two and a-half to three years at
must.— Thorley Journal,

Ir the cows have to drink fiom any
place other than brrok or river, do not
turn out more than twa at a time. Many
of our hired men expect a cow to drink
like a horse, which they certainly do naot,
Lead a horse to the trough and he will
drink immediately or not at all; but o
cow will nsually stand and look, wet her
lips and sip a mouthful half a dozen
times before she begins to drink in good
earnest. Some cows, however will drink
immediately. But, in case of either cows
or horses, proper care canrot be taken of
them iill their peculiaaities are well un-
derstood ; and whoever undertakes to

make the must of his stuck must muke
every itdividual ono a spectal stady,  If
cows are watered out of a pual, 1t iy bo
found that ono animal will drink only
from a certuin poil, and if a chenge 18
made it will be instantly detected.—
Americun Cultivalor.

Tue Mich Zeituny relates a recent
oxperiment by Fjord :

A quantity of fresh milk was divided
into three porticus, one of which was sct
in ice-wator nt onee ; the other two were
allowad to cool an hour by standing at
ordinary temperatutes, and one of theso
wag then set in ice-water ; the third pos-
tion was carrted in o wagon for three
hours befors being set in icuewater ; all
the sn nples werw wllowed to stund ten
hours,  Calling the quantity of Lutter
yield by the first portion of milk 100
parts, the other two gave 70.3 and 73
parts respectively ; or, in other weords,
there was a loss of 20,94 and 27 per
cent, of butter in the two cuses men-
tioned, as compared with what should
have been obtained if these two purtions
of milk had, like the tiest, been put in
ice-water ab once.  Thy luss was not in
all cases su great as this; but the facs
that it may orcur, and may under certain
conditions be su serions, 1s well worthy
the attention of the managers of eream-
eries ; aml no less worthy of their con-
sideration is the simpls method discovered
by Fjord of alimost entirely avoiding this
loss, which consists in heating the milk,
as soun as received at its destination, up
to about 104 degrees.  In the warm sea-
son the milk may Le couled as soon as
drawn, so as to be delivered in a fresher
condition at the creamery, where it wmay
then be warmed as alove. These ex-
periments also yiclded the important
result that, with a good centrifugal
creamer, No notable Juss of butter was
coused by this partinl cooling of the
milk before delivery ; so that re-heating
the milk is unnecessary when this method
of separating the cream is followed.”
