The first was on
the influence of the Papacy upon
civilization, the second upon its influ-
ence upon {Italy. and the last on
Leo XIIL as the great Italian. He
demonstrated bow that Leo XIII. was
the greatest Italian of them all. That
it is those enemies of tho Head of the
Church who with their dootrines are
corrupting the minds of the people,
and injuring their safety. The
time may come when Iialy, like
other countries, will in the day of
tribulation be obliged to turn to the
Vicar of Christ for help.

The Popo is sending many very
interesting things to tho World's Fair,
maps and documents, relating to the
discovery of Americs, and over 100
large pkotographs, taken by a celo-
brited archmologist, Mgr.

the Roman Catacombs. The-value of
sach a collection in ‘tlie New World
can bardly be estimated—for tbe
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Apostolic age; and it is only now
when photography las a'tained its
present proficiency that these treasures
of faith can be brought to light or
transferred abroad.

Affairs in Europe are as quict as a
frozen forést or a summer day before
s thunderstorm. Certainly there hus
been no summer weather, for the cold
hasbeen extreme—railwvays and rivers
blocked, trafic delayed. Even in
the south of Franee and in Italy
accidents occurred owing to snow
drifts.—The Khedive of Lgypt was
rash enough to change hiz nunistry
without having obtained the assent of
the Rritish authorities. Fakry Pasha
who was made president of the council
is opposed to England. The British
representative in Egypt informed the
Khedive that this appointment was not
satisfactory, and that England eox-
pected to be consulted upon every
jmportant change. Then hke the
King who marched his army up the
hill, and then marched down again,
the Khedive changed back. France
and Russia, to whose intrigues the

interviewed both Lord Rosebery and
Mr. Gladstone. They défined the gov-
ernment of Egypt as dependent upon
Englard's good will,

In France the Sooialists have entered
upon the stage. But as is so frequently
the czeo with them, while they com-
plain of the existing slate of affairs,
thoy maraly say that they are not pre-
pared to grapple with things and set
‘them righ;, but they hope that in 1897
they wil' have complete success. They
do not advocate violence ; but urge

revolution to be universal, welcoming
all creedsand colours Torning to the
next speaker in the play we find the
Monarchist condemning both the ex-
isting Goverament and the Socialists.

It is stated that the Hungarian
Bishops show that the Catholics
number 62 per cent of the population
while the remaining 48 per cent belong
to other denowinations.

A Home Rule bill
for Ireland will be introduced into the
Honse soon after the vote upon the
address 13 passed. The secord read-
ing will take place after Easter. "The
budget will thea also be introduced at
that time, and in it many changes will
be introduced transferring the burdens
from tho comparatively poor to the
rich. Theaction of the House of Lords
will send Glads'one to the country, in
a second appeal to which he will be
successful.
