There is another
female that has become a Catholic, a Mrs. M¢Carthy,
who is not in so0 fortunate a positicn as the pauper
gitl.' Before her conversion she contracted with the
board of Guardians to teach the females of the house,
free-of charge, the art of embroidering. "This inger-
ious and industrious woman changed an idle work-
house into @ busy hive, trained the idle pauper girl,
into self supporting habits, and, at the same time,
made money for herself. She took twenty girls out
of the house lately, who since support themsel ves by
the work taught them by her, This instance alone
saves the union £200 a year. She has one hundred
paupars at present under instruetion, and after a little
lime they wiil be able to0 support themselves aut of
the workhouse, £1,000 a year more will be saved to
the union. It is a prircciple that paupers should be
kept at work whilst recipients of reliel, even though
the work is useless, The principle is sound, for it
keeps off confirmed habits of idleness, coufirmed po-
verty, confirmed poor rating. This woman before
she became a Catholic, was supported by the whole
protestant icterest of the board.

of our Lord’s death for us, the very centre of the Gos-
pel scheme of the world’s redemption.

Jowett should result in his suspension, a similar
course will be adopled against the Rev. Piofessor
Baden Powell, of Oriel College, who, in his published
essays, condemns Wwhat he catls ¢ Bibliolatry,”” that
is, thal the Bible always speaks the truth ; rejects the
Bible history of the creation of the world; and, as
alleged, sets up a theory which would exclude, appa-
rently, the very pussibility ol wniracles. The circum-
stances have created mare excitement in Oxford than
any other theological event since the condemnation
and suspension of Dr. Pusey.—Moining Advertiser.

On teaching Napoleon, at the
mouth of the Arkausas tiver, the ice had become so
lieavy, and the steamer’s wheels were so broken, that
she was obliged to lay up and suspend any further
aliempt at navigation. The river is gorged at Cairo,
and the Mississippi at Poducah. The Mississippi,
tn fact, {rom the statement of the captain of the
steamer, may be cansidered closed for navigable pur-
poses its entire length.  Should this be the case, the
circumstance will be unprecedented in the memory of
any one living, and we doubt if tradition bas a thing
so remarkable to recount.

And far-
threr, suppusing her to be an evil-minded woman, she
can not only refuse 1o support her -husband, but can
hire out her minor childrén against his will, or their
own. There are vther clauses in the bill which are
calenlated to Jead fo discord in a family, and 1o coun-
terbalance, in our opinion, the good that result from
it. It all wives were in all respects what wives ought
lo be, the bill would be well enough : but as things go
it proposes-ta place a further obstacle in the way of
marriage, and as at least one half of the _dislr_ess
amongst females arises out of the causes whizh now
operale against matrimony, we cannol agree with its
‘genetal'tenor. The .cry about Woman’s Rights is

content with the rights théy possessed, and we be-
lieve they made quite-as good wives as the majority
of the wives of the present day.— Police Gazelle.
