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Finally, I asked V. Miskov, head of the
steamship line, what they would do if the people of
Murmansk, who have also begun to count their kopecks,
were to stop paying the annual multi-million ruble
dues for the upkeep of the nuclear-powered vessel.

"We would, of course, immediately give up
the 'Sevmorput'," responded Viktor Mikhailovich.

Clearly, this sort of "gift horse" is in no
way better than a Trojan one.
