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Article 20

(1) A period of tise for acceptance fixed by the offeror in a telegram or a
letter begins te run from the moment the telegram le banded Inal'or dispatch or fr0. the
date sbown on the letter or, if no such date la ehown, fromi the date shown on the
envelope. A period of time for acceptance fixed by the offeror by telephone, telex or
other rteans of in3tantAneous communication, begins to run from the moment that the
offer reaches the offeree.

(2) Officiai holidays or non-business deys occurring during the period for
acceptance are included in calculating the period. However, if a notice of acceptDnce
cannot be delivered ai the address cf the offeror on the lait day ofthe pcriod bccain
that day falls on mn officiai holiday or a non-businesS day et the Place of business of
tbe offeror, the period la extended until the firsi business day wbich follows.

Article 21

(1) A laie acceptance la nevertheless effective as an acceptance if without delay
the offcror ornlly mc, informs the offeree or dispatces a notice to that affect.

(2) If a letter or other writing containing a late acceptance showis that h bhas
been sent la such circumstances that If its transmission bad been normal i would have
reached the offaerr In due tise, the laie acceptance ia effective as an accepianc
unless, witbout delay, the effaer orally Informa the offeree that he considers bis
of fer as having lapsed or dispatches à notice to that effect.

Article 22

An acceptance may be witbdrawn if the iithdrawal.reaches the offeror before or ai

the same tise as tbe acceptance would bave beome effective.

Article 23

A contraci le concluded ai the moment when an ecceptance of an offer becomes
effective in accordance with the provisions of tbis Convention.
