AGREEMENT
BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF CANADA

THE GOVERNMENT OF BARBADOS
ON THE TRANSFER OF OFFENDERS

THE GOVERNMENT OF CANADA AND THE GOVERNMENT OF
BARBADOS,

DESIRING to facilitate the reintegration into society of offenders under sentence,

CONSIDERING that this objective may be attained by enabling offenders under -
sentence, with their consent, to serve their sentence of deprivation of liberty in the
country of which they are citizens,

HAVE AGREED as follows:

ARTICLEI
SCOPE OF APPLICATION

1. Sentences imposed in Barbados on Canadian citizens may be served in Canada in
penal institutions or under the supervision of Canadian authorities in accordance with the
provisions of this Agreement.

2 Sentences imposed in Canada on Barbadian citizens may be served in Barbados in
penal institutions or under the supervision of Barbadian authorities in accordance with the
provisions of this Agreement.

ARTI 4§
Definitions

) “SENTENCING STATE’ means the State in which the sentence was imposed on
the person who may be transferred; ;

2 “RECEIVING STATE” means the State to which the offender may be transferred ‘
in order to serve his sentence;

3 “OFFENDERS” means any person against whom a judgement has been
pronounced by any court of competent jurisdiction in the territory of either Party and who
is incarcerated therein, on conditional release or any other form of community
supervision.
