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we are giving him. what we would have
had and what the others have had.

To pay Captain J. B. Bélanger, of the
Government steamer Eureka for handling
mail matter at Father Point, from train-
Atlan~tic steamers. during the sea8on cdf na-
vigation 1911 and 1912, $425.

Mr. EMMERSON: I would like to invite
the attention of the minister te the mail
facilities between Moncton and points
east. People living along the line of -,the
Intercolonial railway at Shediac, Dorches-
ter, Sackville, Memramcook and Gollege
Bridge are unable to get their evening mail.
This has caused a great deal of inconven-
ience bec'ause they cannot get an evening
paper. I broiight the matter to the atten-
tion of the Postmaster General and I had
some hopes that it would receive sonie
slight consideration at.his bands. It cer-
tainly has not. I feel that a certain want
of courtecy was shown me as representing
the county in that connection. There are
two papiers in the city of Monctoin; the
Gonservative zaewspaper is issued in the
morning and the Liberal paper is puhlished
ini the evening. There were no facilities for
the miorning paper reaching points west of
Moncton and points in Albert county. To
obviate that difficulty arrangenments were
made whereby the newspaper could go out
on the morning train. Thiat was done by
a Liberal governnment to afford facilities for
the circulation of Conservative literature.
It was n')t for the beiîeflt of the newspaper
but for the benefit of the people. A like
request was made with respect to mail
going east ini conneetion with the evening
paper and in connection weffh other mait
matter. Som.3 people may say: Oh, well,
a mail goes out at four o'clock or half-past
three. That is true, but it is very irregu-
lar. Trains framn th-- west in the winter
time, both over the Intercolonial railway
and Canadian i>aciflu- railway, frequenltly
do not mun on sched ie time, with the resuit
that the people are not able to get their mail
with any regnilarity. There is a great dea]
of correspondence between Moncton, which
is the nietropolis of the county, and point.
east. I ask the Postmiaster General to give
this bis personal attention. I have not been
able to get him to personally consider it and
I have been told by the people in the
county that it would not be done because
it was a request that would convenience
the Liberals who wanted to get their even-
ing papers. I speak for myseif as an indi-
vidual; 1 live --t Dor-hester and I want to
get iny evening mail. I have no dc-sire tc,
prevent thîe Estimates frorn 4oing through,
but 1 feel very strongly abolit this, and I
want te impres upon the Postmaster Gen-
eral, not only from thp business point cf
view but, froni tae point of view of what iz

right and jui3t. I will take an oppurtunity
later. when there is more time and when I
will not be trezpassing upon the time of
other hon. entemexi, te bring this mat-
uP, and in the meantime I want the hion.
gentleman, te tbik it over.

Mr. P5ELLETIER: I would not like my
hon. friend (Mr. Enitinemsou) to think that
I had not been courteous to hixu in the
matter. When lie put it befcre me 1 told
him that I thought he had a ery good case.
The officers of the departmnent are abso-
lutely opposed to it fromt an administra-
tive point oif view and polities bas notbing
to do with it wbatever. The officers are
indignant that any suggestion should be
made that it was on account of politics.
However, I will look into the matter again.

Mr. EMMERSON: It is another coinci-
dence.

KNOWLES: I have an inquiry from
a contituent as to whether there will be
any amendaient this session to the Act re-
lating to the Railway Mail Service.
