Moreover, following
an investigation I have made, I have ascertained that the
allegation the hon. member made recently in the House
concerning a statement attributed to a former federal
minister from Alberta appears to be totally unfounded.

REQUEST FOR ACTION TO PREVENT RAILWAY FREIGHT RATE
INCREASE ON STEEL SHIPPED TO WESTERN CANADA

Mr. F. Oberle (Prince George-Peace River): Mr. Speak-
er, may I today ask the question I asked yesterday of the
hon. member for St. Boniface, the Parliamentary Secretary
to the Minister of Transport. It relates to the increase in
freight rates for steel shipped from eastern Canada to the
port of Vancouver. Is the minister aware that both of the
large Canadian railways have expressed the intention to
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increase freight rates on steel by up to 33 per cent between
Hamilton and Vancouver? What action does he contem-
plate to stop this increase?

Hon. Jean Marchand (Minister of Transport): Mr.
Speaker, I have been informed that the two railways filed
new rates for the transportation of steel between different
points in Canada, between Hamilton and Vancouver,
between Hamilton and Yorkton, Calgary, and Winnipeg.
The increase in most cases is three, four or five per cent.
There are only a few cases in British Columbia where it is
30 per cent.

Mr. Oberle: Mr. Speaker, I should like to ask the Minis-
ter of Transport if he has abandoned the commitment he
gave at the Western Economic Opportunities Conference
regarding freight rate freeze to western Canada? I would
also ask him if he is aware that there have been five
increases in the price of steel and that industry in British
Columbia will just not be able to cope with a 33 per cent
increase?

Mr. Marchand (Langelier): Mr. Speaker, I mentioned 30
per cent as the top rate, and it touches only a few points. I
have not changed the commitment I gave at the Western
Economic Opportunities Conference. If the hon. member
would like to read again the statement which was made in
the House, he will see that it does not cover the rate to
which he has referred.
