MATERIAL-MOTION UNDER S.0. 43

Mr. Walter Baker (Grenville-Carleton): Mr. Speaker, I
rise under the provisions of Standing Order 43 on a matter
of urgent and pressing necessity. In view of reports by
William Bush, a scientific advisor to the Atomic Energy
Control Board, that waste material from one extraction
process has contaminated several sites in the Ottawa area,
I move, seconded by the hon. member for Peace River:

That this House direct the Minister of Energy, Mines and Resources
to launch an immediate investigation into the alleged contamination of
a number of sites in the Ottawa ares by radioactive waste material, and
report these finding to the House along with those remedial measureshe intends to take to protect the health and safety of Ottawa ares
citizens.

And further:
That this House direct the government to initiate a public inquiry

into the methoda by which radioactive material is handîed by industry,
and monitored by the Atomic Energy Control Board to assure the safety
of citizens, not only in the Ottawa and Port Hope areas, but acroas
Canada.
