The full capacity of that mining development bas not yet been
realized, but there is confidence that it will be.

Mr. Layton: With regard to the arrangements and good wilI
that exist between this Government and the B.C. authorities, I
can assure the Hon. Member personally, Mr. Speaker, that in
my dealings with the provincial Minister of Mines we are very
confident the working relationships between our Governments
will bring benelits to the citizens of British Columbia.

FEDERAL UNIONS-GOVERNMENT POSITION

1 therefore intend to sit down wîth them for a new
bargaining round, hopefully to reach agreement on issues
raised in recent years which are of interest to our Public
Service employees.
