ALLOTMD DAY, S. 0. 81 -THE PRIME MINISTER

Mr. Nelson A. Riis (Kamloops) moved:
That this House express its Ioss of confidence in the Prime

Minister and cal! upon hlmi to resign and immediately cal an
election.

He said: Mr. Speaker, before I begin my remarks I
want to say simply that there have been discussions
between the parties and there is an understanding that if
the members wish to split their usual 20 minutes and
10-minute question and comment period, that is their
decision to make. The individual should comment on
that at the beginning of their presentation s0 it is
perfectly clear for the person in the chair.

I want to say at the outset that I plan to split my 20 and
10 would be with the lion. member for New Westmin-
ster-Burnaby.

'lb begin, I say that it was not an easy day for the New
Democratic Party caucus to look about the state of the
nation on this second anniversaxy of the election of the
Conservative govemnment and notice the way the entire
country lias deteriorated. Because of what almost ap-
pears to be a government inspired scorched-earth. policy
whici lias resulted in unbelievable levels of human
carnage and suffering, we have liad to bring forward this
motion on behlf of the people of Canada whicli states
that this House expresses its loss of confidence in the
Prime Minister and oeils upon himn to resign and immedi-
ately oeil an election.

This is a very serious motion. The Prime Minister has
lost the confidence of the people of Canada and the
abiity of the Prime Minister and his government to
govern no longer exists.

I want to refer to some of the headlines in the papers
that I notîced in the Reading Room today. One of the
headlines stated: "Polis say the Tories could do with a
better leader". Another stated: "Nine-tenths believe
that there should be an immediate review of the new tax,
with most people wanting to abolish the tax." Another
lieadline stated: "If the Prime Minister remains, most
say the economny will get worse."

Another lieadline stated that under this Prime Minis-
ter the economy has been transformed and so too has
our reputation abroad. Another lieadline stated that this
Prime Minister lias sliarply cut back botli at the environ-
mental department spending and at defence spending.
Another one stated that this Prime Minister is not fit to
rule. Anotlier one stated that tlie country is effectively
leaderless. Another one stated that the iack of leader-
slip affects the foreign exchange market.

Ail of these headlines were referring to Margaret
T'hatcher in the United Kingdoma and the fact tliat the
situation there has siniilarly deteriorated. These head-
lies simply represent the contempt in whidh the people
of the United Kingdom now hold their Prime Minister. It
is a sad day for our country to say that the same now lias
occurred in Canada.

In the United Kingdom, many of lier own back-bencli-
ers and members of lier cabinet are calling on lier to
resign. In a few hours from now, the Britishi House of
Commons will be holding a similar debate to tliis one,
dhallenging the Prime Minister's riglit to continue at a
time wlien the country appears leaderless and at a time
wlien tlie entire economny is being tlireatened. TMe
people of the United Kingdomn have indicated clearly
how they feel about their Prime Minister.
