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others) which co-operate with the School for the purposes of 
endorsement, may, under certain conditions, obtain an 
endorsed Diploma without the special practical work required 
of other students. Further information may be obtained on 
application to the Director of Studies.

Students holding the ordinary Diploma may enter for an 
endorsed Diploma at any time, without further examination 
in theory.

Training includes home-visiting ; investigating (i) indi­
vidual cases requiring assistance ; (2) social and industrial
conditions ; the use of case-papers, index-cards, etc., thrift 
agencies ; functions of the Local Authorities ; club work ; 
nursery school work ; visits to institutions ; keeping records, 
minutes and accounts, etc. Information as to training, etc., 
may be obtained from Miss Helen Story, Hon. Sec.

Tutorial lectures will be given during the Session by the 
Warden of Queen Margaret Settlement on Methods of Social 
Work.
