There is a reason why, under
the present condition of business, bonds are
in active demand and stocks withstand the
shock of discouraging events and the sys-
tematic attacks of professional ‘bears.’ Eo
cause is not in the mere abundance of
money; for it has often enoufh proved-that | o
rices declined under the lowest rates of
terest, . Nor is it to be found in an active
outside speculative demand for stocks;
for such operations are now. at
