Barry, was monarch of all he surveyed
In_the world of bantams, ~
Barry weighed only 105 pounds, but
often gave his opponent twenty or thirty
poll;l}_('h*t in weight and got away with it
at.
Jimm_\.' Wilde has engaged’in about 200
J):Attlgs In' the six years he has been in
the ring, and was victor in all excepting
one. This defeat was handed him by
Tancy Lee, a Scotch flywei®ht. and the
title changed hands on the result.
Wilde had little to say about his de-
feat beyond that his health was poor at
the time. He upset the theory that a
beaten champion never comes back, by
knocking out Lee in eleven rounds in
their second meeting, and regaining the
championship.
Wilde has scored more than 100 knock-
outs in the 200 times he has been in the
ring.

Besides Wilde, among other notable lit-
tle men sent out from® the old country
was Billy Plimmer, one of the greatest
bantams ever produced in England, and,
until he bumped up against the master-
ful Pedlar Palmer, regarded as invin-
cible, Plimmer, who stood 5 ft, 3%
in. and scaled well under 116, was born
in Birmingham, Feb. 5, 1869. He began
his career as,a boxer in 1890, and de-
veloped so rapidly that he captured a
title bout at the National Sporting Club
in the following year, beating the cham-
pion, Jack Stevens, in fifteen rounds.

In 1892 . Plimmer, having heard that
America was a Queensberry Golconda,
hastened here, arriving in this city early
in January, In order to try him out,
Plimmer was put in the ring with Kid
Hogan, a shifty Brooklyn boy, who held |
the Englishman to a draw in an eight,r
round bout.

Plimmer may not have extended him-
sell in_ the trial bout, as subsequently
he made short work of a number who
decided to take him on.

_His first real affair was with Tommy |
Kelly, whom he stopped in‘ ten rounds
at the Coney Island Athleti¢ Club. Then
came Jewsd® Barnett, a clever hoxer, who
was st d in the eighth round, also at
Coney I d ’

Next there arrived from England Joe
McGrath, 'who was a contender for the
