Lloyd George Announces In-
tentions of Government;to
Foster Agriculture.

London, ©Oct. 21. — Addressing a
meefing of agriculturists at Leondon
today, Premier Lloyd George wurged
the imperative necessity of: fostering
agriculture, which  “is' the: country's
greatest . industry. He - déclared :itne
government proposed that the fafmer
should be secured ~in' “his" fenancy
against the purchase of his farm over
his head, or an attempt to increase
‘the rent unless the land were sold
for public purposes, or it could be
yproved. he had not cultivated  it.

The first condition of a settl€d pol-
icy, sail the prime minister, was se-
curity for the cultivator against ruin
thru violent fluctuation of foreign
agriculture, and it was essential that
a guarantee should be given..

Mr. Lloyd George's speech was in
reply to a '‘general demand of the
farmers, -that- prices = be guaranteed
‘'them, the arrangement depending ‘on
market prices.” The farmers fear that
the future may bring a slump.in
prices, and ask for some guarantee to
justify them in converting arable
land into® pasture. The premier’s
speech shows .that the government is
disposed to give the required guaran-
tees, tho details-are still unsettled.

The premier made a great play in
his speech by contrasting the much
greater productiveness of German and
Danish farming over. England. He also
pointed out that, altho there was no
likelthood - of .another - war, Great
Britain ‘must not again be <caught
napping. He urged that another point
in favor 0f the guarantee wa& that if
foodstuffs worth . £150,000,000 pur-
chased abroad were produced at home,
the sovereign would soon appreciate in
value. He also contended. that the
government, by providing guarafitees,
was not risking much, as, with the
great wages conflicts in the United
States and Argentina there- was little
possibility of wheat and -grain ever
descending to pre-war prices,
