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1i ' »S It’s Like Ml>! m j'
aI AM IMFAMOr# CONSPIRACY.

It is high time the province was rid 
of some of -the harpies and rascals that 
:the Liberal Government has clothed 
>vith authority to administer the laws 
of the country. Magistrates and con­
stables seem to be appointed more tor 
the purpose of licensing them, to annoy 
and fleece the community, than for the 
enforcement of law and order. The 
colnmns of the newspapers would lie 
burdened if space were devoted to the 
frequent delinquencies of these officials 
throughout the province. The other day 
a justice of the peace at Merritton wrote 
to a score of papers in the United States 
and Canada offering to sell 1er $5 an 
advance copy of his judgment in the 
Sunday observance case that was re­
cently «tried there. The World was 
among the list that received the offer, 
but we refused to pay $5 for a docu-- 
ment that was as much the property of 
the public as it was of the magistrate. 
The only redeeming feature about the case 
was that the magistrate didn’t threaten ns 
with a summons in the event of our 
not accepting his offer.

Mr. G. W. Ormerod, a magistrate re­
siding in Bast Toronto village, is another 
officer of the Government who has 
brought disgrace on the administration 
of justice In this neighborhood. Al­
though Judge McDougall has on more 
than one occasion rebuked this magis­
trate for abusing his position, rhe 
Government has taken no steps to. cancel 
his commission. Not long ago he select­
ed himself to serve in a jury panel. 
■When the fact came to the notice of 
the judge, he severely censured the 
magistrate for this abuse of his position. 
Yesterday the same gentleman was again 
censured by Judge McDougall for at­
tempting to extort money by Illegal 
methods. Prom the proceedings that 
took place before Judge McDougall, it 
appears that a few weeks ago Magistrate 
Ormerod tried George Jewell, a G.T.R. 
employe at East Toronto village, on a 
charge of assaulting a fellow employe 
named Patrick Murray. No conviction 
was recorded, but Jewell was ordered 
by Ormerod to pay costs, amounting to 
$8, or go to jail for 16 days. TMs 
high-handed proceeding was resented 
by Jewell, who through his lawyer, E. E. 
A. Du Vernet, appealed to the County 
Judge. The order for costs was set 
aside by Judge McDougall, and His 
Worship made some drastic comments 
upon Ormerod’s method of securing his 
fees.

When Ormerod tried the Jewell case 
he reserved judgment for a week. In 
the meantime, the Magistrate sent n 
constable to Jewell with a message to 
the effect that if he would lay a counter 
charge of assault against Murray the' 
case against him (Jewell) would be dis­
missed without any costs. Jewell indig­
nantly refused to be a party to any such 
arrangement.

This Mr. Ormerod is the same magis­
trate who heard the Duff case, which 
The World exposed yesterday, and which 
The Globe is endeavoring to excuse. The 
World has received a communication 
from the County Attorney, who says we 
are not exactly correct in our state­
ment of the facts. If our statement of 
the facts is inaccurate, the inaccuracy 
consists in our failure to disclose the 
full rascality of the proceedings. The 
facts, in substance, we repeat again, 
chronologically.

March 2 is the date of the alleged 
theft by Duff of a cent’s worth of coal, 
lying in the highway.

On March 9 Duff laid an information 
against Milroy for perjury in connection 
with the elections in Blast York.

On March 10, D. B. Nighswander, 
J.P., Locust Hill, interviewed two 
Constables, Boyd and Burns, relative to 
bringing a charge against Duff. The 
constables refused to become a party 
to the outrage.

March 14. Constable Boss interviewed 
Magistrate Ormerod of East Toronto 
Village.nnd a warrant was issued against 
Duff.

March 15. Duff arrested at Locust 
Hill, and taken 20 miles late at night to 
East Toronto, where he did not know 
a sonl, and remanded in custody until 
the 17th. •—

March id. Milroy’s case to come on 
this morning, when Duff, the most im­
portant witness, found himself in jail.

If the Attorney-General will issue a 
commission of inquiry, and compel the 
attendance of Constables Burns, Boyd 
and Ross, and of Magistrate Niglis- 
wander and Ormerod, and the production 
of all written communications received 
by Ross,theft will be no difficulty in prov­
ing the existence of a conspiracy with Mr. 
Nighswander ns the ringleader. The 
latter boasted that he would have Duff 
out of the way when the perjury cases 
came on. Mr. Nighswander, who is a 
bitter partisan, was two years ago 
President of the East York Reform 
Association.

Mr. Ormerod’s connection with the 
case is suspicious enough to warrant 
an investigation as far , as he is con­
cerned. It is infamous that a warrant 
should be issued against a respectable 
citizen for picking up one cent’s worth 
of coal on the public highway. It is 
an outrage that a magistrate living 26 
miles away from the place of the alleged 
crime should make himself a party to
