• Said to Be a Tyrant—Preparation* 

for HI* Overthrow Complete — 

First Engagement at Monte Cristl.

Cape Haytlen, Haytl, June 3.—(11.40 a.m.) 
—The mystery surrounding the movements 
of the Clyde Line steamer Fanlta are now 
said to be fully explained. It appears es­
tablished beyond a doubt that the reports 
of an uprising In the Republic of San Do­
mingo against 'the power of President Heu­
reaux are correct. The Initial blow wag 
struck at Monte Cristl, on the borders of 
Haytl, the nearest Dominican port to Cape 
Haytlen.

It would appear that the Fanlta, Inslttd 
ot having on board only 17 Dominicans, 
probably had 150 oil board. The Fanlta, 
as previously cabled, arrived here on June 
I, half empty, bringing from New York 
provisions for the navy, which she landed 
at Matthewtown, Great Inagun, In the Ba­
hamas. Sh'e slipped away about 10 o'clock 
the same night and was to touch at Men le 
Cristl, or at the keys Just outside, with 
the object, It was alleged, of filling up the 
empty portion of her hold. She had on 
board Chris Roberts of Great Inngua, the 
most famous pilot of the West Indies. The 
captain of the Fanlta s«4d the portion of 
her cargo which was not landed consisted 
of coal, but there was good reason to sup­
pose that It consisted of something very 
different~from coal. The suspicion of the 
Spanish Consul here was aroused. He de­
nounced the taking on board the steamer 
of .the Dominicans, and the sudden sailing 
of tie vessel without notice and without 
the permission of the Dominican Consul. 
The Spanish Consul classed this as a great 
outrage, and as an act of piracy, and en­
tered a formal protest with the Hay tien 
authorities.

The majority of the Dominicans, It ap­
pears, while here were shut up in the hold 
of the Fanlta, so as to escape attention.

General Sldro Jlmenes and General Pablo 
Villanueva are believed to have been on 
board. It Is also noted that the former 
has long been In the public eye In Santo 
Domingo as a desirable man for the Pre­
sidency. General Villanueva fought brave­
ly against President Heureaux's alleged 
usurpation and was exiled. He has been 
living at Great Inngua for some time past 
and the 
there in

The preparations for the revolution are 
said to have been very elaborate, and there 
Is a strong belief here that the revolution­
ists are sure of success. The Dominican 
Consul1 here says he has a report that the 
revolutionists have been defeated at Moule 
Cristl. The report is not generally be­
lieved.

The advices received here on.the subject 
say that the Fanlta arrived at Monte 
Cristl at 3 o’clock yesterday afternoon and 
that the revolutionists had ntxdlfAcuity In 
taking the "town. The most cfPCwiiigtantlal 
reports have it that the revolutlonts^sare 
now In considerable forcb and that, Under 
Generals Morales and Villanueva, they are 
marching on Puerto Plata, while another 
detachment is moving again* Santiago de 
Los C'aballenos, on the Yaque Blver, 103 
miles east of this place.

General Garda,’ another Important Dom­
inican leader, is said to be taking part In 
the revolution and It Is expected there will 
be a rising at Santo- Domingo, the capital 
ot the Dominican Republic.

General Jlmlnes Is a merchant, who has 
business houses here, at Monte Cristl and 
Puerto Plata and at Hamburg, 
youth he served in the army and for many 
years he has been very popular In Dom­
inica.
. President Heureaux, according to a com­
mon saying among the Dominicans, has 
killed off all the prominent men on whom 
he could lay hands and who might be rivals. 
Tihe President's hatred against General 
Jlmlnes Is specially marked, but the lat­
ter has kept out of his reach, residing 
chiefly In Paris.

About two months ago General Jlmlnes 
left Cape Haytlen, ostensibly for Europe
