Revernl estimates of the condition of win­
ter wheat In the United Htate* are being 
published lu Western grain papers. The 
Chicago Dully Bulletin »u.vs that conserva­
tive authorities are predicting that the Gov­
ernment report, to be published April 10, 
will show a condition around 80 per cent. 
This condition, on the reported acreage, 
would Indicate a yield of 300,000,000 bushel* 
Till* I* exactly the quantity estimated by 
Government for winter wheat crop of 18118.

The winter has been one of the most severe 
on record over the whole wheat belt, accord­
ing to a special report of The American Ag­
riculturist, to appear In Its Issue of April 1. 
The ground everywhere has been frozen to 
a depth beyond all precedent, and to accen- 
tunto thl* condition, snow protection has 
been very limited. Except In tbc extreme 
southern part of the belt the last week of 
March brings no appearance of spring 
growth, and It Is apparent that damage has 
lieeu In keeping with the severe character of 
tho season. The report for the whole crop 
shows a preliminary estimated condition of 
82.1, against 8U.U last year, and the lowest 
figure reported at this date lu five year*. In 
the southern part of the winter wheat belt 
the figures by States probably closely ap­
proximate the actual situation. But In the 
northern and more Important districts the 
advent of April weather may change the re­
turns.

In the early part of the season The World 

estimated that three of the Important wheat 
Importing cohntrles of Europe (Germany, 
Belgium and Holland) would probably re­
quire about the same quantity of foreign 
wheat during the crop year 1808-99 as they 
did during 1897-08. The Corn Trade News, 
March 14, shows that the shipments to three 
countries during the 32 weeks up to March 
11 have been 70,170,000 bushels, as compared 
with 08,280,000 bushels In the same weeks of 
last year.

In the first five months, Aug. 1 to Dec. 31, 
the Importlug countries on the Continent 
purchased foreign wheat much more freely 
thau the United Kingdom, the shipments to 
the former exceeding those to the latter by 
about 5,000,000 bushels. This was owing to 
the rather small deliveries of native wheat. 
During the period. Jan. 1 to March 11, the 
relative position lias changed, the shipment* 
to United Kingdom, Aug. 1 to March II, 
exceeding those to the whole of the Conti­
nent by over, 3,000,000 bushels, the totals 
now being 121,000,000 bushels to United 
Kingdom, 118,000,000 to the Continent. The 
requirements for all Europe for the last 20 
weeks of the season are estimated at 125,- 
000,000 bushels, or 0,250,000 bushels per 
week. It Is generally accented that tbc 
supply will largely sseced this, so that the 
future of prices wl ^mainly depend on the 
views of European dealers as to the values 
at which they will be willing to purchase 
wheat for Increasing the stocks to be car­
ried over Into next season, and these views 
will be determined by the promise for next 
year's world's crop.

The Corn Trade News makes the ship­
ments lo the United Kingdom nnd the Con­
tinent for the 32 weeks of the season, 20.» 
OOOjOOO bushels more than the requirements; 
but of this Increase 15,000,000 bushels belong 
to Increase lu wheat not yet arrived.

The Corn Trade News reports favorably 
as to condition of winter wheat In the Unit­
ed Kingdom. France, Germany, Belgium, 
Holland. Austria, Hungary, Italy and Spain, 
with fine conditions for spring seeding. Rus­
sian prospects have improved,St. Petersburg 
reports from the Southwest being quite sat­
isfactory.
