Clair on
the 19th August, 1808, was held in custody
and grossly ill-treated by said officlals for
some time and afterwards imprisoned, and
who was finally diseharged without trial by
order of the United States Government.”
Speaking to his motlon, the hon. member
made a strong presentation of the case,
showing it to be an unjustifiable outrage
upon a Canadian subject. He read the affi-
davits of witness and of Meagher himself,
but perhaps his argument as to the unwar-
ranted character of the kidnapping was
most strongly fortified by citations from
the evidence of Avery, the United States
officer who made the arrest, It was ef-
fected, it was shown, in Canadian waters
on the 19th of August, and the case argued
on the 7th of Neptember, The charge
against Meagher was that on the 7th of

July he smuggled eggs and cherries into
the United States. Avery admitted that

with Meagher, yet when asked why he did
not arrest him then, he replled he had
other business to attend to. Mr. Cowan
asked that representations be made to the
United States in order that restitution might
be made to Meagher for one of the grossest
outrages ever committed upon a British
subject., [Hear, hear.] As to Avery, he
urged that the Attorne, -(3eneral of Ontario
should make a demand for his extradition
and see that full justice is done In the case.
