He can give a vote to each
of two candidates, or he can give both
votes to one candidate. In the event
of his desiring to do this he will have
to make two crosses instead of one
opposite that candidate’s name on the
ballot. The ballots are provided by the
county clerk, and the local municipal
clerks will have to make a return to
him of the votes polled for the res-
pective candidates in their respective
municipalities. He sums up the votes
and proclaims the result in the sev-
eral divisions.

County councilors, in the new body,
are elected for two years, so that,
unless in case of a vacancy, there will
only be a county council election ev-
ery other year. Local municipal elec-
tions remain as now, with the excep-
tion that the reeve and deputy reeve
are not members of the county coun-
cil.

The new act has been freely criti-
cised, and it was even made an issue
against the Government by the Op-
position candidate in the recent Pro-
vincial election in South Essex. The
verdict there showed that the people
regarded the change as at least worthy
of a fair trial. In devising the legis-
lation, Premier Hardy had but one
object in view—the interests of the
taxpayers—and there 'are weighty
reasons for the belief that they will
be well served.

It is possible for too many candi-
dates to enter the field for the new
county council, and thereby enable in-
efficient nominees to secure election.
The taxpayers must see to it that this
mistake is not made and that the best
men offering shall be elected. It will
be impossible for candidates to con-
duct a personal canvas. They will
have to rely upon advertisements in
such widely-circulated papers as
The Advertiser to bring their candi-
dature before the taxpayers.
