Madrid, Aug. 8.—Spain has address­

ed a new note to Germany concerning 
the torpedoing of Spanish ships. For­
eign Minister Dato made this announce­
ment late today after the cabinet had 
held an extraordinary session.

Despite repeated Spanish protests, 
Spanish vessels have continued to fall 
victims to German submarines. A dis­
patch received in Paris on July 30 said 
that Spanish newspapers asserted that 
the torpedoing of the Spanish steam­
ship Ramon de Larrinaga was the 
gravest incident that had yet occurred 
between Germany and Spain. Eight 
Spaniards perished, and the oil which 
the ship carried was almost half the 
supply assured to Spain under the Span-i 
ish-American agreement.

It was reported from Athens that on | 
July 17 a Spanish steamship carrying: 
the Spanish minister to Greece had 
been torpedoed by a German submarine. 
The ship flew the minister's flag. The

The fol­
lowing account of the incident, which 
occurred at the battle of Passchen- 
daele, is taken from the English Ga­
zette: .

"Capt. Gordon L. Jepson established 
an aid post during an attack under 
heavy shell Are, and for over ten hours 
attended to the wounded in the open 
under enemy shelling. When the enemy 
attacked his position with gas shells, 
and a number of stretcher cases were 
lying outside the aid post, he went out 
at great personal risk and put box 
respirators on all the wounded. By his 
prompt action he saved many lives. He 
displayed the greatest courage and self- 
sacrifice.”

Capt. Jepson, who is the son of John 
J. Jepson, 240 Pall Mall street, is a 
graduate of Western Medical College. 
He has been overseas for about three 
years. At first attached to the Ontario 
Government Hospital at Orpington, he 
was later sent to France as medical of­
ficer of the 24th Canadian Battalion, a 
Montreal unit.

Its retention, the writer de­
clares, would have meant the tying up 
of strong forces under unfavorable con­
ditions.

London, Aug. 8.—Seven thousand prisoners and one hundred 
guns have been captured in the Franco-British offensive, Andrew 
Bonar Law, chancellor of the exchequer, announced tonight.

He was addressing the House of Commons.
“Up to 3 o’clock this afternoon, on a twenty-kilometre front 

between Morlancourt and Montdidier," the chancellor said, "we 
had reached all our objectives and captured one hundred guns and 
7,000 prisoners.

“The advance was reported to be between four and five miles, 
and at one point seven miles."’

London reports to Bradstreet’s that 
the crop outlook is excellent, and that 
much encouragement has been lent to 
business for this season.

FRENCH OUTFLANKED GERMANS.

With the French Army in France, Aug. 8.— (Evening).—To­
day’s battle in the region of the Somme was a British battle under 
the general command of Field Marshal Haig. The French support­
ing operation was on the right wing.

The French portion of the front was only about three miles 
when the action began at dawn, but in view of the rapid progress 
of the troops the line soon extended from Hourges to Hargicourt. 
The French took four hundred prisoners in Morisel. The heaviest 
resistance was met in Moreuil, which had to be outflanked before 
the Germans evacuated the position.

For nearly 50 
years he held a leading place at the bar

He was three times elected a bencher 
of the Law. Society of Ontario by the 
bar of Ontario, and became a life mem­
ber of the bench. He was offered and 
declined appointment as judge of the 
Supreme Court of Canada.

He was a supporter of the Govern­
ment of Sir Wilfrid Laurier, and his 
home was the home of Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier when in London. They were 
close personal friends. The Hon. Charles 
S. Hyman in all his contests received 
unwavering and effective support from 
Sir George Gibbons. Recognizing the 
support received and having faith in 
his ability, the Administration of Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier appointed him a mem­
ber of the deep waterways commision, 
of which he afterwards was appointed 
chairman. For his efficient services 
on that commission he received the 
honor of knighthood from His Late 
Majesty King Edward VII. He is the 
only barrister who received that honor 
while a member of the bar. His name 
was frequently mentioned afterwards 
for appointment to the Senate.

In every relationship of life, as cit­
izen, as member of the bar, as a 
bencher, of the Law Society, as a mem­
ber of the deep waterways commission, 
as chairman of the patriotic fund com­
mittee, he took a leading part.

His home life was exceptionally 
happy. He has passed "through death's 
dark vale," entered "the other room,” 
and left behind him memories that will 
be pleasant to hia family, to whom the 
deepest sympathy of the members of 
the bar is extended.

George M. Reid, an old friend of Sir 
George, said that the latter was "the 
biggest man in London. He was un­
selfish to a last degree; there were 
never any selfish interests or motives in 
his public life or service, and he was as 
true and loyal a friend as any man 
could have, and no man could have 
had more loyal friends.”

Speaking of Sir George's philan­
thropic work, Mr. Reid said he was 
always open-handed. "If the object 
was good, he always gave liberally, and 
on many occasions far more than he 
could afford. He was a man of keen 
intellect and judgment. His decision 
or judgment on a matter of business 
could always be relied upon, as he had 
a remarkable grasp of business affairs. 
His death will be a great loss to the 
city.”

Mayor Somerville said Sir George was 
"an ideal citizen, who gave himself 
freely to every good work started in 
the city, and especially along patriotic 
lines since the war started. He was 
looked upon as a leader in patriotic 
work in a financial way, taking the 
leadership in the raising of funds. He 
was also a strong supporter of the 
Red Cross.

"He is certainly a citizen who will be 
very much missed. His contributions 
to charitable work in the city have 
been much larger than citizens are 
aware of. I will miss him very much 
as a personal friend. He was a man 
of splendid character, and I don't know 
how he can be replaced.”

GERMAN SOLDIERS CAPTURED
WHILE HARVESTING GRAIN

On the French Front in France, Aug. 8.—French troops on a 
front of six miles, northwest of Montdidier, have advanced to a 
depth of four miles and captured nearly 3,000 prisoners. Import­
ant material also was captured. The advance was carried out 
with extremely light losses.

The French front runs from the Avre north to a point just 
south of the Amiens-Roye road, where it joins up with the British.
