KOREA'S PREMIER

Yi Fatally Stabbed by Youth of

“Twenty--Chief of Russian Secret
Police Lured to Quiet Streetand
Bonib Exploded

A reméarkable series of assassinations of
personageé high in office is reported today
from widely separated points throughout
the world.

‘In. Seoul, Korea, the prime mmxster of
the Korean cabinet, was stabbed to death
with a dagger as an apparent result of the
intense feeling in Korea against Japanese
influence.

. In St. Petersburg, the chief of the secret
police, Col. Karpoff, was blown to pieces

by the explosion of a bomb, supposedly
thrown by an anarchist.

In Bombay British India, the chief
maglstrate of Nazik, Arthur M. T. Jack-

PANIG. IN ASYLUM;
FIHE BREAKS 0UT

Flames Destroy Wing of Central
Hospital in Jacksonville, Ml

Jacksonville, Ill., Dec. 21—Fire in the
Central Hospital for the insane here to-
night destroyed the north'wing of the in-i
stitution, threatening destruction of other
portions and for hours caused panic among
nearly 15,000 insane women and men.

When the fire broke out in the rorth
anex about 8.30 o'clock some of the in-
sane patients escaped, but the asylum au-
thorities soon had an’ organized system for
removal of patients from the burning wing
'to another portion of the hospital. The
fire burned fiercely and the local fire de-
partment fought it tenaciously wuntil at
10,30 o'clock it was under control.

tution to-the Korean emperor.

Notwithstanding Yi's known sentiments
in regard to the relations between Japen
and Korea, Marquis 1to regarded Yi as an
honest . and conscientioys patriot and re-
fused to listen to the premier’s frequent
requests that he be allowed to resign his
office. It is believed that the assassination
is the result of political intrigue.

Premier Yi was formerly minister of ed-
ucation . in the Korean cabinet. He- be-
came prime minister in May, 1907, when a
reconstruction of the cabinet followed a
five-hour audience that Marquis Ito, 'the
Japanese resident, had with the emperor.
Yi tas regarde as a firm' and competent
officer and an opponent of the plans for
Japanese annexation. His efforts to carry
out his policies met with continual oppo-
sition and intrigues.’ His enemies, it is
said, Had fequently planed his removal by
assassination.

St. Petersburg, Dec 22—Colonel I\arpoﬁ
chief of the secret police of St. Petersburg,
was assassinated early today. He was en-
ticed .to a modest apartment in a romote
street of the Viborg district, and there was
blown to pieces by a bomb exploded sup-
posedly by his guest, who had leased the
rooms a few. days before.

The murderer rushed into the street fol-
lowing the explosion, and was captured.
An assistant of Karpoff’'s who had accom-
ponied him was severely injured.

Karpoff was appointed from Baku, where
he had been - chief of  the secret police.
