It is
understood that the Pennsylvania Steel
Company also has been alloted from 40,000

‘aggregate of about 190,000 to 200,000 tons.
There are several other large orders pend-
ing for 1907 delivery aggregating between
500,000 and 600,000 tons, some of which
will be closed within the next few days,
Already ‘the orders taken for 1907 aggre-
gate over 500,000 tons.
