His purpose 
id walking-is generally to get somewhere 
tod this is a prosaic aspiration ndt to 
be mentioned in the same breath With 
the purpose of the literary walker.

Tired and dusty, the plain walker sits 
down on a bowlder in the hot sunshlhe 
tod wonders how much farther he Will 
have to walk before he can get a drink. 
He frankly admits that he is tired. It 
Would 'be useless to deny that he is 
dusty. When he sighs a few times and 
gets up to walk on there is no spring in 
his step and his gaze is fixed on the 
road about thirty feet ahead of him, a 
good deal more than on the “hills and 
dales and babbling brooks” tod other 
scenic orriaiuëftts.
