THE FIRE ALARN.

There is good reason to believe that
some person has been tampering with
the fire alarm wires, or with those wires
which serve the north end of the city.
On several occasions of late, false alarms
have been rung, and they have apparent-
ly all had their origin in one quarter
and have been given in such a manner
as to lead to the belief that they have
been made, not by an outsider, but by
in the employment of the
fire department.
