THE ST. JOHN NUT AND BOLT
WORKS.

Improvements and New Machinery
Which Have Been Added.

The St. John Nut and.Bolt Works is
one of the most important manufactur-
ing industries of this city. It is under
the efficient’ management cf Mr. Levi
H. Young and turns out some of the
best work on the continent. The build-
ings of this firm which are of brick are
very large and spacious and are well
fitted for the work which is carried on in
them. New additions have lately been
added to the old building and they now
present a fine appearance and indicate
that something of importance is;going on
within. k)

The dimensionss of the buildings are
a8 follows; main building 190 feet long x
50 feet wide and two stories high. New
building built in 1888 190 x 40 feet. A
new forge room’has just been finished and
is of a fair size. These bnildings are spac-
ious and commodious enough to allow
the firm to carry on anythingin their
line of business, Besides these improve-
ments on the buildings several new
machines have been added to the estab-
lishment; some were imported while
others have been manufactured by the
concern themselves.

" The Jargest and best piece of machin-
ery lately added is the Hot Nut Press.
This mschine weighs about 27 tons, and
is the largest on the continent. It was
placed in the works about three weeks
ago and is uged for making nnts and
torns out some fine work, some of which
was shown to the reporter. The machine
is capable of making as large as three
inch nuts. A large crane has been erect-
ed alongside of the press. It is used for
leading  the iron from a furnace
to the press where it~ is met
by a large punch and made

into the form of a nut. This ma-
chine is used for making nuts for bridges
and other kinds of heavy work and has
just finished a quantity of nuts for the
“Missing Li k.” The furnace inwhich the
iron is heated is one of the latest kinds
and has three blasts.

A large, new, drill and burring ma-
chine, built in the works, 8 machine for
punching iron plates colé, a machine for
making mining bolts, a quantity of
which are at present being made for
the Springhill mimnes and a new
shaping and bolt machine have also
been added. The latter machine was
built on the premises and is one of the
bestofthe kind ever built in the prov-
inces.

With these facilities the firm are cap-
able of competing with any other manu-
facturing establishment in the Dominion.
They employ a large number of men,
most of whom are qualified mechanics
and are able to work in any industry of
this natore in the world.

Found Buried Treasure.

A curious bit of historv has been
brought to light by the death of Martin
Savage, of 2Aroostock county. Mr. Sav-
age owned large tracts of land at the
junction of the St. John and St. Francis
Rivers in New Brunswick. While
ploughing one of his fields in May, 1888,
he came across an old sword, and, on
digging down, a large iron box, supposed
to contain treasure, was discovered. Mr.
Savage and his employes attempted to
raise the box to the surface, but was
persuaded by one of his hands, Jules
Restaux a French Canadian, to leave it
until the next morning, so as to allow
time to xig up tackle to hoist out the box.
On Mr. Savage repairing to the scene the
next morning, he found that the box had
been removed during the night. He
accused Restaux of having removed it,
but this he strenuously denied, al-
though his wife wds seen in Halifax
making purchases, for which she paid in
old Spanishgold. Restaux subsequently
purchased considerable property, but
continued in his denialj regarding the
buried treasure. Mr. Savage died a
short time ago, and the above facts
were discovered among his papers, His
heirs immediately hunted up Restaux,
but when he was found he was at the
point of death, and although he made
strenuous efforts to make a confession,
was unable to do so, therefore the recret
of the treasure is buried in the grave.
