Vancouver, Aug. 25.—The lumber in-
dustry has done more than any other
for tha building up of the provinee, but
it has sharéd less than any other in-
dustry ip the growing increased pros-
perity of the gountry, E. H, Heaps, of
the Heaps Lumber Company, told the
timbe? and forestry commissioners this
merning, Comparhig’lumber conditions
with twenty years ago He =aid: The
government had gained 'in revenus,
spaculators in timber holdings -had
made very largé-profits, workmen were
receiving double the remuneration and
transportation companies were benefit-
ting to a far greater extent than twen-
ty years ago and yet the industry it-
self had not benefitted to its proper de-
gree. Only in the growth of the market
had there been any improvement in
conditions. At the present time the
lumber conditions of the province
were in & very unsatisfactory condition
and he urged the provincial govern-
ment to help them by obtaining. pro-
tection, better freights, preferential
tariff with the Australian market and
other parts of the empire, and the
opening up of new markets. The manu-
facturers regarded.the. present provin-
clal regulations .as very satisfactory,
but he did not think'an extended term
in the licenses would do any harm pro-
vided the government retained its
powers of re-valuation, -

LARGEST ON COAST

structure, 15 stories in height, whit l
is being erected by%the Dominion Trust |
Company opposite L;he court house, a
evidence of the solidarity and growth |
of thie city, and Victorians who visit |
there gazeé at tie skyscraper with feel i
ings of admiration, not unmixed -with
eénvy. These latter and the gen€ral
Public will be interested in knowing
therefore that right here in Victoria
there is in course of erection & build-
ing much larger than that which |
adorns the landscape of the enterpris- |
ing city on Burrard inlet.

This statement  will, perhaps, com
in the mature of a surprise  to many
people, but a little mathematical cal-
culation will show that it is correct
that the building being{ erected b,
Messrs. Pemberton & on, on the
corner of Fort and Brue%\street.\:,
this city, is much larger, though not
of the ‘“sky-scraping’’ variety,

The Dominion Trust building in Van-
couver, in ground area, occupies g
Space - 85 feet by 70 feet. The total
square feet on the ground floor is thus
5,950. As it is 14 stories in height, the
total floor space in the entire building
is 83,300 square fset.

The Pemberton block in Victoria oc-
cupies a ground area measuring 188 |
feet by 89 feet—or a total gréund floor
space in square feet of 16,532. The block
will be seven stories in height-—count-
ing the basement as one story—and
thus the \grand total of square feet in
floor space in the entire structure is
no less than 115724, In other words,
the ' Pemberton block will ‘be nearly
twice as large as the. much-vaunted
Deminjon Trust building in Vancouver,
and were a similar ground space to be
occupied it ‘would reach to no less a
height than 28 stories.

Vancouver’s pride is thus apparently
elicited more in consequence of the
“sky-scraping” shape of the Dominion
Trust structure, rather than in the
possession of the biggest business
structure  on - the Canadian: Pacific
<oast—which Viectoria can legitimately
claim to possess in -the Pemberton

Work on the big structure:oen the
corner of Broad and Fort streets is
proceeding rapidly.
