THE IMPROVEMENT
STIL CONTINDES

PRESIDENT ON ROAD
TO QUICK RECOVERY

All the Doctors Express Satisfaction
With the Sufferer’s Present
Condition.

Milburn House, Buffalo, Sept. 10.—
The weather conditions of to-day were
anything but cheerful during the early
hours, and the dull skies and drizzling
rain gave an outward appearance of
gloom and depression. The forecast was
for showers and an east wind, but the
realization was worse than the pro-
rhecy.

President McKinley Rested Satisfactor-

ily During the Night, and His Con-
dition is Excellent.

Buffalo, N. Y., Sept. 11.—“The Presi-
dent has passed a8 very comfortable
night,” said the 6 o’clock morning bulle-
tin of Doctors Rixey and Wasdin, the
two physicians who remained at the
President’s bedside throughout the night,

A few minutes later Dr, Rixey, the
President’s regular physician, was seen
by an Associated Press representative.
He displayed no evidence of anxiety and
was sympathetic in his characterization
of the sensationally alarming reports put
in circulation in the early hours of the
morning as a-result of last night’s bul-
letin,

Dr. Rixey was asked about these re-
ports, and replied earnestly and without
any hesitation whatever: ‘“These state-
ments are not true. The President is
not in a serious condition, and there is
no alarm felt over him. The facts are
just as stated in the regilar bulletins of
the physieians who are anxious that the
public shall be fully acquainted with

“The action we took /last night has
proved beneficial, and I ‘more con-
fident of the President’s recovery than at
any time since he was shot. Everything
is favorable, and we have tripled the
amount of nourishment, giving him now
thiee tedspoonsful of beef junice every
hoty instead of one, But the President’s
reGovery will be slow. All talk of his
ing up in & few days and leaving
alo in a week is nonsense, I shall
 beisdtisfied if he can be moved in siy
weeks.” B s 2
 Piorning advanced, and the
usiiyh 4tiditles of ‘the dey- - begnn the
feeling of eonfidence grew stromger. At
830 o’clock the physicians began arriv-
ing for the morning consultation. They
came in accordance with the usnal under-
standing that a consultation would be
held at 8.30 preparatory to the 9
o'clock buletin.

‘house. “It is all good news,” said he as
