After being tossed about the Bay of
Fundy for more than 35 hours in a
small gasoline launch, which was dis-
abled, owing o their supply of gaso-
lene having given out, exhausted
through hunger, thirst and cold, Roy
Longmire, and Ernest Sarty, two Dig-
by fishermen, were picked up by the
Government steamer Stanley about
four o’clock yesterday afternoon about
20 miles down the Bay,

When rescued, they were rowing
bravely, although worn out from hun-
ger and the exposure in Saturday’s
snowstorm, and in trying to keep the
boat from drifting farther out to sea.
The men left their homes at 3 o™
clock Saturday morning, and started
fishing off Parker’'s Cove, about ten
miles east of Digby. Upon their fail-
ing to return late Saturday night,
Mr. Longmire's brother became anx-
ious, owing to the fact that he knew
but a very limited supply of gaso-
lene was on board the boat, and also
that they were without food or water.
Anxiously their return was awaited,
and when the little boat failed to
show up early yesterday morning, the
Marine Department at Ottawa was
notified through Halifax.

They had taken on board about 300
pounds of cod, and were returning te
the shore, when about 11 o'clock their
supply of gasolene gave out. Although
they were scarcely a mile from the
shore, it was snowing and blowing a
flerce gale, so that they were able to

They were in hopes of holdi out
until the wind subsided, he said, when
a huge sea washed over the boat
with such force that the anchor chain
parted and they went adrift. It was
snowing hard and was very cold and
they were soaked by the spray. The
boat gradually drifted out into the bay
and the best they could do was to
keep her bow before the wind as the
oars which did not belong to the boat
were practically useless. He wrapped
his coat about the boy who was lying
in the bottom of the boat in an effort
to keep him warm.

Schooner Gave No Help,

Mr. Langmire said that about six
o'clock in the evening a small fishing
schooner was sighted. They at once
signalled with their oars and as the
schooner was apparently coming in
their direction they were confident
that they had been seen.

“The schooner went right by them
and although they signalled and
gave evary sign of distress they did
not offer the slightest assistance,”

The man in charge of the schooner,
Mr. Langmire said, was Captain Tho-
mas Milner, but he could not recellect
the name of the schooner. When the
vessel sailed away from them they
practically gave up hope of being able
to reach land as they were fast drift-
ing outward.

During the night, although it be-
came calmer, a heavy fog set in and
they were unable to tell just wherq
they were, They both suffered consid-
erably from thirst. At daybreak Sun-
day morning they sighted land and
knew that they were off Point Le-
preaux. It was then decided to head
the boat for St. John and they con-
tinned to row steadily until re-
scued by the Stanley when
about 20 miles down the bay. Owing
to the heavy current and their exhaust
ed condition they never could have
reached land if left to their own re-
sources,

Upon arriving here the men’s rela-
tives were notified in Digby. They
were provided with dry clothing by
members of the crew of the Stanley
and will be sent to their homes on
