London, Sept. 19.—The flood of so-
called peace rumors which the German
censor is permitting to sprout in lead-
ing German newspapers convinces the ‘
London press and public that Berlin is
preparing home opinion for another
adroit peace manoeuvre which prob-
ably will take definite shape before the
snow flies.

First came the alleged British peace |
offer, which despite official denial is
still being commeénted upon exciiedly
in Germany.

the agitation by the report that the!
German government has abandomned |
claims of supremacy and control overiy
the territory and population of Bel-’
gium, |

In addition there are aii sorts of ru-;
riors regarding the German answer to|
the Pope.

No Authority Quoted.

A strange thing ahout the whole
affair is that the German censor ap-
pears to be permitting theé newspapers
te discuss the matter freely but, so|
far as is known, none of the discus
sions are founded on more substantial
authority than the indefinite “we un-
derstand” or “we have received infor-
mation.”

The fact remains, however, that the
Cerman government, as represented
by the censor, does not object to these
statements. |

The Westminster Gazette quotes the
Berlin correspondent of the Koelische
Volkszeitung as saying that “from an
cfficial source there is no truth in the
report that Germany intends to declare
an abandonment of her claims on Bel
glum.”

Attack on Larger Scale Than Usual Daily Raids by
British Appears Probable—Argentine Likely to

Break With Huns.

Bombardment by the Brjtish artil-
lery of the German lines in the Ypres
sector, in Flanders, continues most
intense, but there has been no infantry
movement in force. An attack on a
larger scale 'than the usual daily
raids probably is imminent.

Berlin apparently is much exercised
over the ever-icreasing volume of
shell from the British big guns. From
the Houtholst Wood mnortheast of
Ypres, to the River Lys, on the Belgo-
French border, Berlin reports, the
British. fire has been destructive.
Fjeld Marshal Haig's artillery in-
creased its volume of fire to drum-
fire several times.

As on the front in Flanders and
Artois, there has been mo major
operation on the French portion of the
western front. At several points
from. the Aisne Valley to Lorraine,
the French have carried out raids
into the German defenses. Here,
too, the expenditure of ammunition
is great, especiatly on the Aisne front
and northeast of Verdun.

Italians More Active.

The Italians have been more active
¢n the Trentino front, harassing the
enemy with raids and strong artillery
fire. In a forward movement near
Carzano, in the Sugana Valley, east
of Trent, the Italians captured 200
prisoners. Austro-Hungarian attacks
on the Bainsizza plateau continue, but
General Cadornes men  have ' held
them for no gains.

‘While the infantry have been vir-
tually idle on the northern end of the
eastern front, the Roumanians con-
tihue thélr offefisive i the ‘moumhin
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region northwest of Fokshani, Molda-
via. Attacking the Austro-German
defenses south of Grozechtl, near
Ocna, the Roumanians captured a
height.

Berlin reports that the Roumanians,
at first guccessful, were driven from
the sitions, suffering casualties
and Iosing prisoners.

American Steamer Sunk.

The American steamer Platuria, of
8,445 tons, owned by the Standard
Oil Company, has been torpedoed
with the loss of her master and eight
menibers of the crew.

Forty-five survivors ‘have been
landed. The ginking of two German
submarines is reported unofficially
from Norway. One was sent to the
bottom by an armed American merch-
antman, and the other was accounted
for by a British destroyer.

The Argentine Senate almost unani
mously has voted for a rupture of re-
lations with Germany. The question
will now be taken under considera
tion by the Chamber of Deputies.

Military Pensions.

The House went into supply, taking
up a vote of eight million dollars for
military pensions.
