Discourse At
Knox Church

“What Should be the Attitude
of Church People in Face
of Modern Conditions?"’

l

A thoughtful discourse was given
last evening at Knox Church by the
pastor, R. Moorhead Legate on the
subject, “What should be the atti-
tude of church people in the face of
modern conditions?” His text was,
“Men that had understanding of The
times to know what Israel ought to
do” (1st Chrom. 1382). The words
were used as a plea to cburch people
to practise and promote their religion
in such a way that it would be kept
abreast of the times im which they
lve. We should make our religion
shape to the times, we should not be
locked up in a8 narrow world of our
own, out of step with modern move-
ments, the preacher said.

He told of the different ways in
which churches are striving to keep
up with the times—making church
services more or less entertainments
and multiplying organizations. These
are wrong, Mr. Legate said, the Gos-
pel of the Cross still has its ancient
power but church people are not giv-
ing it a chance. They try to make
their religion acceptable to non-relgl
ous people.

He pleaded that a clearer grip of
the principles of religion is needed
and in this connectibn asked all to
read and stuly the Bible. He also
begged church members to live more
consistently with their bellef, not so
much consistently with any petty. bi-
goted shibboleth of a sect, but con-
sistently with the four sguare manli-
ness of Jesus Christ.
