MAY BE OTHERS TODAY

Report That Fifty Are Expected—
Steamship Men Say Work is Going
on Well — 'Longshoremen Deny
Offer of 35 Cents, and Say They
Are as Strong as Ever in Determi-
nation to Hold Out—Some For,
Leaders Against Parade,

December 3.
Tifty-four mmen were brought to the city
Monday afternoon, by the C. P. R, t

work on their steamers, because of the
local labor difficulties. This was the fea-
tura of the situation yesterday. Fifty |
more men are expeoted today. The Mon-|
treal men started work on the Mon-|
mouth last evening.

The men arrived on the regular C. P.
R. train, which was two hours late, and
came to the I. C. R. depot. They were
gathered in one car and a special train
took- them to Sand Point, which they
reached at 4.30 o'clock. They were at once
taken on board the -Monmouth and given
quarters.

Chief of Police Clark, Sergt. Kilpatrick
and €. P. R. Detective Crawford watched
the men from the train to th: steamer.
There were no local men present. The
newcomers are mostly Englishmen, with !
a few foreigners. They are eaid to be ac-
customed to the ’longshore work. There
were but few pieces of baggage and some;
of the men did noét carry even a parcel of
clothing.

It was olaimed by the local ’longshore-
men last night that a number of the new:!
arrivals had refused to go to work onj|
learning of the situation here. In the!
early evening a reporter talked to three'
men who said they were of the Montreal
party, but had declined to go to work.!
At 10.30 o'clock, however, Capt. Walsh,!
who had been' asked earlier if there had

S400 D COSTS

In the Circuit Court Friday it was
announced that the case of Edgecombe vs.
McArthur had "been settled, the plaintiff
compromising for $400 and taxed costs.
A. W. Baird. announced that the settle-
ment and Judge Hanington expressed his
pleasure, stating that the incident which
gave rise to the action should never have
occurred.

There was quite -a discussion when the
time came to affix the signatures to the
settlement, but the matter was at length
amicably arranged. The original suit was
for $10,000 damages.for assault and bat-
tery, but the plaintiff accepted $400 and
taxed costs ‘

The settlement was arrived at by friends
interposing. Mr. McArthur was willing to
pay the $400 and taxed costs, but, it is
said, desired that if the plaintiff had a
surplue ‘after paying the counsel fees, étc.,
he should divide it between the Catholic
and Protestant orphanages or give it to
the Home for Incurables.

NOVEMBER WARMER

Average Temperature Higher Than in|
Same Month in 34 Years.

|

The month of November just closed was |
a remarkable one in that the average tem-
perature was slightly higher than for the
same month in any one of the last thirty-
four years. Compared with November,
1906, the average temperaturc was more.
than three degrees higher and, while there
was more rain, there was less snow.

The- average tempcrature for November,
1907, was 39.9, as against 36 degrees in No-
vember, 1906. The highest point reached |
by the mércury last month was 57 degrees,
on the Tth, and the lowest 19 degreecs, on
the 30th. The highest temperature record-
ed during November, 1906, was 55 degrees,
on the 19th, and the lowest 15 degrees, on
the 30th. |

The total rainfall during November of
the present year was 5.33 inches, and the
snowfall one-tenth of an inch. Most of the
rain fell on four days—the 3rd, 7th, 10th
and 25th. There was a gale from the
eoutheast on the 3rd and a heavy gale from
the east on the 7th. i

In November, 1906, four inches of rain
fell, the gieater part being on six days.
There was one and six-tenths inches of |
snow, on four days.

Laurier, th}pﬂ
should be war in the Orient, which God
forbid, in which it was the misfortune of
Britain to be engaged, the heroic Jap-
anese fleet would be at the side of the
British neet and that was not all, Canada
had a commercial treaty with Japan. It
was a dominion question. Nay, it wae
an imperial question and these things had
been ignored by Mr. Borden, who had put
the Chinese and Japanese questions on the
same footing. While Japan would have
to be treated with respect as an ally and
friendly nation there were still jace pre:
judices in the west against the Japanese.
Some action must therefore take place or
there would be danger of disorder, such
as was unfortunately the case a few
months ago.

While the government refused to pass
an exclusion law they recognized the ne-
cessity of restriction. Until recently re-
striction was observed. A commission was
sent to Tokio to have an understanding
on the subject.
