The physician of the New York State
Inébriate Asylum classifies the different
forms of drinking as accidental or social,
habitual ‘and periodical. An accidental
or occasional drinker is & sound man,
and has the power of restraining himself;
but the habitual d'l'unk'ard is an unsound
man, mentally, physically, and morally.
He is lost to self control. The appetite
grows by what it feeds upon, and as a
rule, habitual drinkers as they increase
the amount of stimulation, take corres-
pondingly less food. Nota few patients
have beei reported as having taken
from forty to fifty glasses a day for as
many days, with scarcely any food, un-
til poisoned and exhausted, the culmi-
nating point is reached, and utter pros:
tration, with or without convulsions or
mania, or it may be death, follows. If
they recover, such persons soon relapse
again, snd gradually the whole being,
moral and physical, is changed. Slow:
ly, insiduously, but surely, the brain and
nervous centres have beén poisoned. The
