84-k but their deficiencies do not prevent 
them from useful service as citizens 
and home builders.

This somewhat disconcerting state­
ment made by Dr. Harry Viets of New 
York, representing the national com­
mittee of mental hygiene, in Portland, 
Ore., was said by him to be thought­
fully conservative and in no wise to be 
construed as a symptom of general de­
cadence. In the practical philosophy 
of Dr. Viets, if one is a moron he has 
plenty of company and need not grieve, 
for suitable work and abundant hap­
piness are his to command, and the 
community couldn't very well get 
along without him.

For some time Dr. Viets was at­
tached to the British army, supervis­
ing the treatment of mental cases, and 
later served In similar capacity with 
the American expeditionary forces as 
a major.

“The purpose of the national com­
mittee for mental hygiene,” said Dr. 
Viets," is to assist everywhere in the 
care and treatment or mental disease. 
It is well known that the care of men­
tal cases has been much neglected. 
Each city boasts its splendid hospitals, 
many of them literally marble palaces; 
but in almost every instance these hos­
pitals have the forbidding sign dis­
played: ‘No mental cases received.’

"We are fighting against this con­
dition, and for a common sense view 
of mental diseases. There is a grow­
ing tendency to consider the insane as 
sick persons and to break down the 
artificial distinction between mental 
diesase and general disease. The theory 
of prevention is a sound one, and will 
replace to a great degree the old rul­
ing that all who suffer a mental lapse 
must be hurried to the asylum."

As for morons, they do not worry 
the psychiatrist in the least, possibly 
because there are too many of them, 
and also for the reason that the sub­
normal individual is not in the least 
insane, and is ordinarily a worthy unit 
of community life.

"Yes," said Dr. Viets, “approximate­
ly 60 per cent are below the normal 
intelligence of 18 years, though that is 
setting a high standard, mark you. 
Certainly there is nothing unusual 
about being a moron, and just as cer­
tainly there is nothing disgraceful. The 
moron is a very useful member of 
society. We couldn't get along with­
out him.

“It's like this: I can clear a four- 
foot obstacle in a running jump. But 
that's my limit. Another inch and I 
tumble. But there are plenty of fel­
lows who can clear five or six foot 
barriers as easily as I can clear one of 
four feet. So it is with mentality. 
There are high jumpers and there are 
those who were born without the 
ability.

and steel industry of Austria, where he 
plans, with the aid of Austrian coke, 
to convert German and Austrian iron 
ores into steel.

Less than a month ago Herr Stinnes 
purchased the controlling interest in 
the vast Syrian blast furnaces and 
reports are current that he now pro­
poses to invade the Italian field with 
the products of his vast furnaces and 
mines.

In many quarters here the question 
is being asked: ‘What does Herr 
Stinnes intend to do with all this 
wealth? Does he intend to bring back 
the monarchy?

Has Become a Great Power.
These questions remain unanswered, 

but close observers refer to the fact 
that he has since the armistice become 
a power in German politics, and while 
he rarely speaks in the Reichstag, 
where he has a seat his henchmen, it 
is known, do speak for him, and the 
power of his influence there is by no 
means understood abroad.

Should he move to restore the Hohen- 
zollerns to the throne, it goes without 
saying that there is not a single group 
tn German politics that could oppose 
him successfully.

In this connection Herr Stinnes’ con- 
nection with the German people’s party, 
which he is financing, and his close 
friendship with some of the stanchest 
supporters of the kaiser are being 
widely discussed here. It was recalled 
that both Marshal von Hindenburg and 
Gen. Ludendorff were present recently 
when one of his steamships was 
launched, and that this ship was named 
after Von Hindenburg. Was this not a 
partial showing of Herr Stinnes’ hand? 
it was asked.

But these are all questions. They may 
reflect some of the things that are in 
the back of Herr Stinnes’ head, but 
they are at best conjectures.

That Herr Stinnes is greatly inter­
ested in the foreign affairs of Germany 
and in the reparations settlement goes 
without saying. His stand in opposi­
tion to Dr. Walter Simons, German 
foreign minister, in the conduct of the 
reparations negotiations in London early 
this month showed that he had not come 
to the breaking point with the Entente 
powers, although it is well known that 
he has no love for them. His first move 
in connection with the untangling 
of Germany's debt to the Allies was 
not calculated to make him take a con­
spicuous part in future negotiations, nor 
did it increase his affection for the 
Ailles.

Allied Snub at Spa Rankles.
It will be recalled that It was at Spa 

that Herr Stinnes, as a member of the 
German delegation, vigorously opposed 
the Allies’ coal demat,ds, asserting that 
they were impossible of fulfilment and 
that his rough manners and abruptness, 
his lack of tact and diplomacy got for 
him an allied snub which has rankled 
deep in his heart and which he is not 
likely to forget soon. Therefore It was 
that when the London reparations con­
ference was held Herr Stinnes preferred 
to remain at home, although he could 
have been a member of the German 
delegation there had he cared to go.

No man knowe what the Stinnes for- 
tune amounts to. It is quite certain 
that Herr Stinnes himself does not 
know how much he is worth. Before 
the war his fortune was estimated at 
<0,000,000 marks gold (about 410.000,000). 
If he lost vast sums during the con­
flict in the way of property that was 
confiscated he recouped these losses a 
hundred fold. Indeed, it is certain that 
he was the greatest of the war profi­
teers of all countries.

He made millions of marks gold out 
of his exports of coal to neutral coun­
tries and at home he piled up his wealth 
in manifold ways. Frequently he made 
tripe to the German great headquar­
ters. where he was always welcomed, 
and he was quick to see opportunities 
in the occupied regions of Belgium and 
France and he took advantage of them, 
an advantage which was made easy for 
him by his close friendship with the 
German military leaders. It was during

these artiste have put their best talent
to work in decorating and furnishing 
this little apartment, doing it all with 
the idea of providing the maximum 
amount of color and brightness, so that 
there might be no shadows in the twi­
light of this remarkable woman's life.

Because daffodil is Miss Terry's fav­
orite color they have used this shade as 
a basis for making the apartment a 
study in yellow. The first impression 
one gets in entering the little hall where 
visitors are received le one of bright 
and vivid daylight, the walls being 
painted in a brilliant orange, which in 
places approaches a flame color. An 
archway and the outline of the doors 
are black.

Then there is a living room and also a 
bedroom, both done in a cheerful deep 
daffodil yellow, while the woodwork is 
in grey verging on green. Even the 
maid's room has a touch of sunshine 
with its primrose tinted walls, while 
the little kitchen is a spotless white 
with woodwork of the shade known 
as French vermilion.

Care has been taken to have no 
broken lights in the corners, so as to 
do away with ehadows as much as pos- 
sible. In the passage, for instance, the 
orange is broken with yellow. Nor were 
the walls allowed to remain flat. The 
high light throughout and the brilliant 
surface is produced by the sort of lac 
that Is used for motor cans. Even the 
fireplaces, with their usual mantels and 
tiles, are brought Into harmony by the 
generous use of enamel. To obviate the 
possibility of monotony decorative de­
signs have been used where most ef­
fective.

Another striking effect is gained by 
having the floors painted black, and the 
furniture also will be of black oak and 
black lacquer. While most of the doors 
are of the same color as the walls, ex­
cept that they are outlined in black, the 
front door has been made entirely black 
so as to be easily distinguished. The 
bathroom has been done in green. The 
practical side of the highly-polished sur­
faces of the walls is that not only will 
they be just as good in ten years hence, 
but they are easily kept clean, requiring 
only to be wiped with a moist rag to 
keep them looking as fresh as ever.

Certainly these artists have succeeded 
in making an unusual home for this 
unusual woman and one which they 
hope will bring back to her at least part 
of the cheer which she has poured Into 
the hearts of the countless thousands 
who in years past have been thrilled by 
her art.
