EXTRACTS FROM

Royal Proclamation

Whereas there is also every year in Canada a deplorable loss of
human life as a result of fire;

And Whereas it is desirable for the well-being of the nation that
a greater regard for the sanctity of human life "be inculcated;
that the material wealth of the nation be so far as possible conserv-
ed, and that every agency which tends to needlessly dissipate or de-
n life or property be vigorously opposed ;

And Whereas it is desirable, in order that the attention of the
public may be directed to the exient of the preventable loss of life
and property from fire and the best means of controlMmg: it, that one
day of the year be set apart and properly designated for the dissem-
ination of such information and the giving of such instruction on
fire loss and fire prevention as may be practicable;

Now Know Ye, that We, by and with the advice of Our Privy
Council of Canada, have thought fit to appoint, and do appoint,
Thurday, the Ninth day of October in this present year, as “FIRE
PREVENTION DAY,” and We do recommend to all Our loving sub-
jects that, on that day,—

1. All dwellings and their surroundings be carefully inspected
by their occupants and all conditions likely to cause or promote the
spread of fires removed.

2. All public buildings. stores and factories be Inspected and
cleared of rubbish.

3. Fire drills be held for the children in all schools and for em-
ployees in all large stores and factories,

4. Special instructions on the subject of fire prevention be given
by the teacher and by municipal officials in the schools and that
such appropriate literature as may be made available be distributed
to the pupils.

5. All legisiation and regulations enacted Or issued by Domin-
fon, provincial or municipal authorities dealing with fire prevention
he given publicity by the municipal officials, and thus by publie
meetings or otherwise as may to them seem most fit, they endeavor
to impress upon the citizens the national importance of safeguard-
ing ‘life and property from loss by fire.
