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it was decided to celebrate the 25th anni-
versary of the organization by taking another
step forward, and the annual support of a
pupil at the Pointe aux Trembles school was
added to the list of our missionary benevo-
lences.

At the last meeting, also, the claims of
Home Missions in New Ontario and in our
great West were sympathetically ('mm;ed;
but the pressure from Roman Catholicism

at our doors turned the balance in favor
of French Evangelization.

The outlook for Sabbath School work in
this Presbytery is promising. There is a
growing sense of the importance of the work,
and the number of scholars is increasing.
Last year, 197 scholars became bers
of the church, and our contributions for all
purposes are growing larger.
